Q1.	Are you saved or lost, Rom 8:1. This tries to imply that one is "once saved, always saved", 'impossibility of apsotasy' aka John Calvinism. 'There is therefore now no condemnation for those who which are (CONDITIONS !!!!)  1. IN CHRIST JESUS and 2. WHO WALK NOT AFTER THE FLESH, BUT AFTER THE SPIRIT. As long as a person continues to meet these two requirements, they WILL NOT be condemned. Take away these two requirements and you are taking away from God's word and your name will be taken out of the book of life, Rev. 22:18,19.  Thank you for bringing up Rom 8:1.





Q2.	If saved, is the love of God in your heart, Rom 5:5 'The love of God is shed abroad in our hearts by the Holy Ghost which is given unto us'. The indwelling of Holy Spirit is received at baptism, Ac 2:38. Cornelius and the apostles received the baptism of the Holy Spirit as a fulfilment of prophecy, Joel 2:28, Acts 2:17-21 is a direct quote from and a fulfilment of Joel 2:28. Peter said in Acts 10:44-48 and Ac 11:15-17 that (1) the household of Cornelius received the same baptism as the apostles (2) the apostles and Cornelius' house received the baptism of the Holy Spirit promised in Ac 1:1-8 et al and (3) this outpouring was a fulfilment of Joel 2:28-32 as a sign that both Jews and Gentiles (both kinds of flesh) could receive the message of life AND was interpreted as such by the Jewish disciples in Acts 11:18 ! To say that the Holy Spirit baptism is received today is adding to Scripture, and Rev 22:18-19 says your part is in the lake of fire if you add to it.





Q3.	Are you born of God, 1 John 5:1. As long as I have met the requirements of the New Testament of being born of God and receiving a new life,�Rom 6:3,4. 





Know ye not, that so many of us as were baptized into Jesus Christ were baptized into his death? Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should walk in newness of life. 


-- Rom 6:3,4 (KJV)





To say that belief only gives life places the devils in a position of salvation, James 2:19





Thou believest that there is one God; thou doest well: the devils also believe, and tremble. 


-- James 2:19 (KJV)





Q4.	If saved, is Christ in you, Col 1:27, 2 Cor 13:5 ?�'Examine yoursleves, whether ye be in THE FAITH; prove your own selves....Jesus Christ is in you, except ye be reprobates'





	Being in THE FAITH means having the same faith as Jesus, Gal 2:20





I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by THE FAITH OF the Son of God, who (1) loved me, and (2) gave himself for me.�-- Gal 2:20 (KJV)


 


If we meet these two requirements to give our lives for Him, we may have the kind of faith He had:





Looking unto Jesus the author and finisher of our faith; who for the joy that was set before him endured the cross, despising the shame, and is set down at the right hand of the throne of God.�-- Heb 12:2 (KJV)





The promise of Christ being in you, Col 1:27 has as CONDITIONS PRECEDENT 


Col 1:21-23,





"... you that were sometime alienated and enemies... now hath he reconciled... to present you holy and unblameable in his sight IF YOU CONTINUE IN THE FAITH GROUNDED AND SETTLED and NOT MOVED AWAY from the HOPE of the gospel ...." 





If there were no ability to not continue in the faith, why did Paul write these words? Was he wasting space on the page?





WE ARE SAVED BY HOPE, Rom 8:24. IS THIS THE ENTIRE PLAN???


IF so, the New Testament is several hundred pages too long, is it not, Mr. Calvinist, 'belief-only', scripture-twisting, truth-dodging, blind leader of the blind!!! How does it feel to have to answer just one question the same way you mock God's people, OUT OF CONTEXT, with absulotely NO RESPECT for the WORD of GOD which will not only JUDGE you on the last day, but CONDEMN you to a lake of everlasting unquenchable FIRE unless you REPENT and follow the plan the way the

A.	Being elect of God requires (1) WORK of FAITH  (2) LABOR OF LOVE and (3) PATIENCE of HOPE, I Thess 1:3,4 This work of FAITH must be FULFILLED in the elect, I Thess 1:11








Remembering without ceasing your work of faith, and labour of love, and patience of hope in our Lord Jesus Christ, in the sight of God and our Father;�-- 1 Th 1:3 (KJV)





Knowing, brethren beloved, your election of God.�-- 1 Th 1:4 (KJV)





When he shall come to be glorified in his saints, and to be admired in all them that believe (because our testimony among you was believed) in that day.�-- 2 Th 1:10 (KJV)





Wherefore also we pray always for you, that our God would count you worthy of this calling, and fulfil all the good pleasure of his goodness, and the work of faith with power:�-- 2 Th 1:11 (KJV)





B.	It is POSSIBLE TO FALL FROM GRACE,








For it is IMPOSSIBLE for those who were once enlightened, and have tasted of the heavenly gift, and were made partakers of the Holy Ghost, And have tasted the good word of God, and the powers of the world to come, If they shall FALL AWAY, to renew them again unto repentance; seeing they crucify to themselves the Son of God a fresh, and put him to an open shame.�-- Heb 6:4-6 (KJV)


Perhaps you are having trouble reading this long of a sentence, or maybe you are so busy ripping words out of the Bible you missed this one??Well, just in case, here's two more: 





For I testify again to every man that is circumcised, that he is a debtor to do the whole law. Christ is become of no effect unto you, whosoever of you are justified by the law; ye are fallen from grace.�-- Gal 5:3,4 (KJV)Nevertheless I have somewhat against thee, because thou hast left thy first love. Remember therefore from whence thou art FALLEN, and repent, and do the first works; or else I will come unto thee quickly, and will remove thy candlestick out of his place, except thou repent.�-- Rev 2:4,5 (KJV)


YOU CAN'T FALL FROM SOMETHING YOU WERE NEVER IN. If 1 John 2:18,19 is brought up, about 'not being of us', this is speaking of 'the antichrist', false teachers who were Christians, and teaching HERESY. Will heretics prove the point, about never falling from grace???!!!! How ironic, that they would appeal to a passage discussing the very thing they are doing, to try to show the false SOUL-DAMNING DOCTRINE of IMPOSSIBILITY of APOSTASY. (2)	Some were saying they were following the person who baptized them or taught them (Paul, Apollos, Cephas)(3)	Paul did not want people baptized in the name of Paul


(4)	Paul did not want people thinking he baptized IN PAUL's OWN NAME, v. 15(5)	Paul did baptize, v. 14, 16(6)	PAUL's GOSPEL WAS RECEIVED FROM CHRIST JESUS HIMSLEF, Gal 1:1-17


Paul received the gospel by revelation of Christ AT DAMASCUS, v. 17 (he returned there, therefore he was there, Ac 22:1-16)


Flesh and blood did not teach Paul the gospel


If any other gospel be preached, they are accursed


Paul does and did teach the necessity of baptism,





God forbid. How shall we, that are dead to sin, live any longer therein? Know ye not, that so many of US  (INCLDING PAUL) as were baptized INTO Jesus Christ (THAT's HOW WE GET INTO CHRIST) were baptized into his death? (WE GET INTO HIS DEATH AND THEREFORE INTO HIS BLOOD, Jn 19:31-35) Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also SHOULD walk (CONTINUING REQUIRED) in newness of life.�-- Rom 6:2-4 (KJV)


b.	JESUS COMMANDED AND PRACTICED BAPTISM EVEN BEFORE THE CROSS





And they came unto John, and said unto him, Rabbi, he that was with thee beyond Jordan, to whom thou barest witness, behold, the same BAPTIZETH, and all men come to him. John answered and said, A man can receive nothing, except it be given him from heaven.�-- John 3:26-27 (KJV)





When therefore the Lord knew how the Pharisees had heard that Jesus made and baptized more disciples than John,  (Though Jesus himself baptized not, but his disciples,)�-- John 4:1,2 (KJV)





c.	BAPTISM WAS PART OF THE MESSAGE OF JESUS TAUGHT IN N.T. TIMES, PREACHING JESUS INCLUDES PREACHING BAPTISM,





Then Philip opened his mouth, and began at the same scripture, and preached unto him JESUS. And as they went on their way, they came unto a certain water: and the eunuch said, See, here is water; what doth hinder me to be baptized? And Philip said, If thou believest with all thine heart, thou mayest. And he answered and said, I believe that Jesus Christ is the Son of God. And he commanded the chariot to stand still: and they went down both into the water, both Philip and the eunuch; and he baptized him.�-- Acts 8:35-38 (KJV)





d.	Even after Paul SAW JESUS and was CALLED by JESUS and was miraculously healed, HE STILL NEEDED TO BE BAPTIZED, ALSO, 'calling on the name of the Lord' occurs at or near baptism, Ac 22:16.





And when I could not see for the glory of that light, being led by the hand of them that were with me, I came into Damascus. And one Ananias, a devout man according to the law, having a good report of all the Jews which dwelt there, Came unto me, and stood, and said unto me, Brother Saul, receive thy sight. And the same hour I looked up upon him. (THE MIRACLE) And he said, The God of our fathers hath chosen thee, that thou shouldest know his will, and see that Just One, and shouldest hear the voice of his mouth. For thou shalt be his witness unto all men of what thou hast seen and heard. (HE WAS ALREADY CALLED AND CHOSEN). And now why tarriest thou? arise, and be baptized, and wash away thy sins, calling on the name of the Lord. (HE WAS STILL IN HIS SINS!!)�-- Acts 22:11-16 (KJV)








e.	THOSE WHO REJECT BAPTISM REJECT THE COUNSEL OF GOD,





And all the people that heard him, and the publicans, justified God, being baptized with the baptism of John. But the Pharisees and lawyers rejected the counsel of God against themselves, BEING NOT BAPTIZED of him.�-- Luke 7:29,30 (KJV)





f.  THOSE UNDER JOHN's Baptism LATER BAPTIZED INTO CHRIST,





And he said unto them, Unto what then were ye baptized? And they said, Unto John's baptism. Then said Paul, John verily baptized with the baptism of repentance, saying unto the people, that they should believe on him which should come after him, that is, on Christ Jesus. When they heard this, they were baptized in the name of the Lord Jesus.�-- Acts 19:3-5 (KJV)








Q8.	Could a man without arms and legs preach the gospel Paul preached?


This is a hypothetical question, let's give it the attention it deserves: NONE !!


Let's find a man without arms and legs and ask him!!!


I doubt if anyone could preach the gospel the exact way Paul preached; HOWEVER, you can read the gospel he preached in the New Testament and obey it the same way Paul did. See Q.7 above.


As a wise man once said, if an unsaved person hears the gospel in the desert and wants to be baptized, he had better die digging !!





Q9.	What is the gospel Paul preached, 1 Cor 15:1-3. See Q. 7 above.





Q10.	Do you preach the gospel Paul preached?, Rom 1:16,17, 1 Cor 2:2, 1 Cor 1:17. Mabye you were'nt listening the first two times I answered this, so listen again: (Repeat the answer to Q. #7) 





Q11.	Is baptism an act of SOVEREIGN GRACE performed by God or is it an act of righteousness on man's part? NEITHER: Mt. 3:15 (Jesus' EXAMPLE was to FULFIL all righteousness) Tit 3:5 (washing of re-generation refers to RE-BIRTH, a good point)


    


NEITHER!!! IT IS THE OPERATION OF GOD, which is part of GOD'S NEW COVENANT,�Col 2:9-14





For in him dwelleth all the fulness of the Godhead bodily.....which is the head of all ... power. In whom also ye are CIRCUMCISIED with the circumcision made without hands, in putting OFF the body of the sins of the FLESH by the CIRCUMCISION OF CHRIST. Buried with him in BAPTISM, WHEREIN also ye are RESEN with him through THE FAITH of the operation of God, who hath raised him from the dead. And you, being dead in your sins and the UNCERCUMCISION of your flesh, hath he QUICKENED together with him, having forgiven you all trespasses;  Blotting out the handwriting of ordinances that was against us, which was contrary to us, and took it out of the way, nailing it to his cross;�-- Col 2:9-14 (KJV) See also Rom 6:3-4.


 


Baptism is the circumcision of the New Testament. Phycical circumcision is part of the O.T. covenant with Abraham, and spiritual circumcistion is part of the N.T. covenant.





Spiritual circumcision is called 'the Operation of God'.





In baptism, the sins of the flesh is put off and a new life is begun. CHRIST IS PUT ON in baptism. Gal 3:27-29.





According to Paul, this makes us heirs of God the same way Abraham was, Gal 3:27-29 !!!





The cross makes this spiritual circumcision possible, Col 2:14.





The LAW OF MOSES (ordinances) was FULFILLED at the cross, Col 2:9-14. Also





But now hath he obtained a more excellent ministry, by how much also he is the mediator of a better covenant, which was established upon better promises.  For if that FIRST COVENANT had been faultless, then should no place have been sought for the SECOND. For finding fault with them, he saith, Behold, the days come, saith the Lord, when I will make a NEW covenant with the house of Israel and with the house of Judah: Not according to the covenant that I made with their fathers in the day when I took them by the hand to lead them out of the land of Egypt; because they continued not in my covenant, and I regarded them not, saith the Lord. For this is the covenant that I will make with the house of Israel after those days, saith the Lord; I will put my laws into their mind, and write them in their hearts: and I will be to them a God, and they shall be to me a people: And they shall not teach every man his neighbour, and every man his brother, saying, Know the Lord: for all shall know me, from the least to the greatest. For I will be merciful to their unrighteousness, and their sins and their iniquities will I remember no more. In that he saith, A new covenant, he hath made the first old. Now that which decayeth and waxeth old is ready to vanish away.�-- Heb 8:6-13 (KJV)





NOTICE THAT THIS NEW COVENANT HAS CONDITIONS, JUST AS THE OLD DID. OTHERWISE, EVERYONE IS SAVED. THE SPRITUAL CIRCUMCISION, THE OPERATION OF GOD OF BAPTISM IS NECESSARY TO BE PART OF THIS NEW COVENANT, COL 2:9-14.





Q12.	Were you redeemed by water of baptism or the blood of Christ?�1 Pet 1:18-19 (given)





For Christ also hath once suffered for sins, the just for the unjust, that he might bring us to God, being put to death in the flesh, but quickened by the Spirit: By which also he went and preached unto the spirits in prison; Which sometime were disobedient, when once the longsuffering of God waited in the days of Noah, while the ark was a preparing, wherein few, that is, eight souls were saved by water. The like figure whereunto even baptism DOTH ALSO NOW SAVE US (not the putting away of the filth of the flesh, but the answer of a good conscience toward God,) by the resurrection of Jesus Christ:�-- 1 Pet 3:18-21 (KJV)





First, you need to read down to I Pet 3:21, don't stop at v. 18.





BAPTISM DOTH ALSO NOW SAVE US, v. 21





A good conscience is received in baptism v. 21, (Baptism is the OPERATION of GOD, see Q. #  11)





Jesus' blood is required for salvation. Jesus' blood was shed in His death, 





But when they came to Jesus, and saw that he was dead already, they brake not his legs: But one of the soldiers with a spear pierced his side, and forthwith came there out BLOOD AND WATER. And he that saw it bare record, and his record is true: and he knoweth that he saith true, that ye might believe.�-- John 19:33-35 (KJV)





Since Jesus shed his blood IN HIS DEATH, THE BLOOD OF JESUS is reached by being baptized INTO HIS DEATH, Rom 6:3,4





Baptism is in WATER, yet the blood of Jesus is reached there.





ABOUT THE SPIRITS IN PRISON, Jesus' death and resurrection had a great effect on the dead (caused some to be raised)








Jesus, when he had cried again with a loud voice, yielded up the ghost. And, behold, the veil of the temple was rent in twain from the top to the bottom; and the earth did quake, and the rocks rent; And the graves were opened; and many bodies of the saints which slept arose, And came out of the graves after his resurrection, and went into the holy city, and appeared unto many.�-- Mat 27:50-53 (KJV)





This MAY have occurred because Jesus preached to them, 


1 Pet 3:18-21.








Q13.	IF Baptism literally puts one in Christ, what act LITERALLY puts CHRIST in you? 2 Cor 13:5, Col 1:27, Rom 3:24,25





All are answered in Col. chapter 2. See Q. 11, 'the operation of God'.


2 Cor 13:5 tells Christians to 'examine yourselves, whether ye be in the faith, prove your own selves'. WHY would such a statement be necessary if one could not fall from grace? See Q. # 4 above !!


According to Ac 17:22-28, all people literally live in God.





If it's belief only, Paul and Jesus and Peter were wrong about what they taught. 


  


Q14.	Did Jesus Christ know the plan of salvation, Jn 14:6. He did not need saving; however, see Q # 7, parts a & b esp.





Q15.	Did Jesus ever command a sinner to be baptized FOR or in order to have remission of sins? If so, when & where? Mk 16:15 & 16, See Q. #7, Jesus preaching to Paul etc.





Q16.	Did Jesus personally at any time or place say to any one, he that is baptized not shall be damned? Mk 16:15 & 16, Lk 7:29,30.





Q17.	Is that 'He that is Baptized not shall be damned, to be found anywhere in the Bible? If so, where?  Mk 16:16





Q18.	Do you and your brethren not preach or teach, in word, etc. shall be damned? Mt 16:16 -19, 18:15-20, Jn 16:13-15, Lk 24:46-49 teaches the authority of the apostles to bind things on earth. Jesus personally said this. If the apostles have no authority, Jesus is a liar and we might as well all quit and do what we want to.





Q19.	Imaginary scripture, baptism must be by a Church of Christ preacher, and (2), the candidate must believe that this act is for or in order to have remission of sins?  NO and YES.





SALVATION IS CONDITIONAL








DEAL with EIS here: GK 1519 EIS, (as in Acts 2:38) Strongs 'a primary preposition, 'to' or 'into', purpose, to the intent that, therefore, toward.  Berry: preposition governing action, into (the interior). In composition, it implies motion into or towards.





The fact that the people in Acts 2:36-38 listening to Peter were lost was evident by:





The fact that they asked what they shall do? If they were already saved, Peter would have said, 'You already believe, you're O.K.'





Peter told them to 'Repent and be baptized, every one of you in the name of Jesus Christ 





Peter said that they would receive the gift of the Holy Spirit. The 'and' ye shall receive shows that receiving the H.S. is CONDITIONAL upon first repenting and being baptized. 





Ac. 2:40 Peter said 'Save yourselves from this .....' If they were saved at the point of belief, why did he say this?





In Ac 2:41, those who received his word gladly WERE BAPTIZED, and there WERE ADDED THAT DAY 3,000 souls. Ac 2:41 does not say what they were added to (SEE ANY GK INTERLINEAR FOR ADDED CLARITY, IF INFIDELS KNOW HOW TO READ). Ac 2:47 tells what they were added to: GK 1577 Ekklesia THE ASSEMBLY. The English word CHURCH is consistently translated FROM EKKLESIA in the N.T. EKKLESIA can mean MOB, or unlawful assembly, Ac 19:41.





THE NUMBER OF WORDS SEPARATING BAPTISM and anything else in Ac 2:38-41 or any other passage PROVES NOTHING. Ac 22:16 has ONE word between 'Baptized' and 'wash away thy sins', the conjunction AND !!!! Honest hearts do not resort to such trash.





Many believe salvation is UNCONDITIONAL. The N.T. does NOT teach this. Salvation is both conditional and unearned.  This paradox some will never understand. Example of conditions: Lk 13:3 EXCEPT YE REPENT YE shall ALL LIKEWISE PERISH., MK 16:16 He that believeth and is baptized shall be saved (CONDITIONS). 





Q20.	Do you reject Baptist Baptism (because already saved)? YES !!! See Q. # 19





Q21.	Since you teach 'He that baptized not shall be damned', and this is not in the scriptures, do you not take an unscriptural pos.? NO See Q # 19, and Q #7 (the gospel) 





Q22.	Is your motto 'Silent where Bible is silent'? NOT OUR MOTTO. See Q # 19 and Q # 7 the Gospel and Q # 11, the Operation of God.





Q23.	Since 'baptized not' is not in the Bible, do Baptists teach what is in the Bible? If you teach the gospel Q # 7 and 11, you teach the truth. (Go over both). If you don't teach this, you don't.) EVERY TIME THEY ASK A SIMILAR QUESTION, GIVE A SIMILAR ANSWER !!





Q24.	Is an instance in Bible where a sinner saved without baptism? Ac 15:9, Lk 7:48, 1 Jn 5:4, Ac 26:18, Eph 1:11-13.





Ac 15:9 purifying their hearts by faith





Let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an evil conscience, and our bodies washed with pure water. (BAPTISM)�-- Heb 10:22 (KJV)





Lk 7:48 sins forgiven (before the cross)      





I Jn 5:4 whosoever born of God overcometh, faith overcometh the world (you have to be born first! See Q # 7 and 11)





Ac 26:18 (in Paul's prior account, Ac 22:10-16, he was baptized to WASH AWAY HIS SINS !!!)





Eph 1:11-13 predestinated (those who obey the gospel are predestined to be saved; those who do not are pred. to be lost !!)





NONE of these passages say a person was NOT BAPTIZED !!





CHALLENGE THEM TO SHOW YOU ANY NT PASSAGE AFTER AC 2:38 WHERE IT SAYS "a saved person was not baptized" or "be not baptized and you will be saved" or "this person was not baptized and was saved". 'NOT' and 'BAPTIZED' MUST NOT BE SEPARATED BY ANY WORDS FOR THE EXAMPLE TO BE VALID. NOW WATCH THEM TWIST !!!!!





CHALLENGE THEM TO SHOW YOU WHERE N.T. SAYS 'saved by FAITH ONLY' or 'SAVED BY BELIEF ONLY'!!!





Q24	'A'			SAVING FAITH INCLUDES OBEDIENCE:





The teaching of John B. required WORKS and REPENTANCE and CONFESSION of sins AND BAPTISM: 





Bring forth therefore fruits worthy of repentance, and begin not to say within yourselves, We have Abraham to our father: for I say unto you, That God is able of these stones to raise up children unto Abraham. And now also the ax is laid unto the root of the trees: every tree therefore which bringeth not forth good fruit is hewn down, and cast into the fire. And the people asked him, saying, What shall we do then? He answereth and saith unto them, He that hath two coats, let him impart to him that hath none; and he that hath meat, let him do likewise. Then came also publicans to be baptized, and said unto him, Master, what shall we do?�-- Luke 3:8-12 (KJV), MT 3:8-11





And there went out unto him all the land of Judaea, and they of Jerusalem, and were all baptized of him in the river of Jordan, CONFESSING their sins.�-- Mark 1:5 (KJV)





John said he NEEDED BAPTISM from Jesus ! John thought baptism was NEEDED !!!!





Then cometh Jesus from Galilee to Jordan unto John, to be baptized of him. But John forbad him, saying, I have NEED to be baptized of thee, and comest thou to me?�-- Mat 3:13-14 (KJV)





John's baptism was for (GK 1519,EIS) REMISSION of SINS





John did baptize in the wilderness, and preach the baptism of repentance for the remission of sins.�-- Mark 1:4 (KJV), Lk 3:3





The baptism of John, was it from heaven, or of men? answer me. And they reasoned with themselves, saying, If we shall say, From heaven; he will say, Why then did ye not believe him? But if we shall say, Of men; they feared the people: for all men counted John, that he was a prophet indeed.�-- Mark 11:30-32 (KJV)





THE candidates NEEDED TO CHANGE FROM THEIR SINS (see A above) otherwise WHY WOULD JOHN HAVE TOLD THEM TO DO THINGS DIFFERENT??? 





FAITH WITHOUT WORKS IS DEAD (not that baptism is a work of man, this is only to prove FAITH ONLY WILL NOT SAVE !!)





For we are his workmanship, created in Christ Jesus UNTO good WORKS, which God hath before ordained that we should walk in them.�-- Eph 2:10 (KJV)
