         2.   Jdg 6:25-34 Gideon defied the group and burned the idols at


              God's command.





         3.   Elijah faced 950 false prophets (I Kin 18:16-40) and stood for


              God and prevailed.





         4.   Gen 6:5-8 teaches that the whole world was lost except Noah;


              Heb 11:7 Noah condemned the world by his obedience to God.





         5.   Salvation is an individual matter (Ezek 14:12-20, 18:19-20)


              not a group matter. The salvation of the individual is not


              dependent on the group.





         6.   Ex 23:1-2 warns of the dangers of following the group.





         7.   Num 25:1-13 tells of the idolatry of the majority and the


              obedience of one man.





         8.   God's servants must never bow to the pressure or intimidation


              of a group (Gen 19:1-11, II Pet 2:5-10).





         9.   Man does not have the ability to choose his own path (Jer 10:23).





         10.  The good way (God's Word) is old yet often unpopular (Jer 6:16).





         11.  New fads and fancy names ignore the value of the TESTED Word of


              God (Prov 30:5-6, Jn 10:35). God's Word will never lead you


              astray (Prov 3:4-6, Ps 1:1-6).











         12.  The majority of the prophets were wrong and one (I Kin 22:5-37)


              man  stood  for  God.  Also,  note the prophet of  God  was  not


              popular. Serving God is not always convenient.





         13.  The "group dynamics" method can easily be used to pressure a


              minority into accepting the will of the majority or to change


              the opinion of the whole group. The same group which welcomed


              Jesus into Jerusalem (Mt 21:6-11) soon cried for His blood (Mt


              27:20-26).  Groups are often easily manipulated.





         14.  The group of the religious leaders of the Jews (Ac 7:54-60)


              murdered Stephen as a group.





         15.  Councils are powerless against the Word of God (Ac 5:17-42).


              We must obey God rather than any group of men (Ac 5:29).





         16.  God's Word does not need supplementing by the opinion or


              interpretation of group (or an individual). (Ps 19:7-13,


              II Pet 1:19-21)





         17.  The group's discussion cannot add any new truth (Rev 22:18-19,


              Gal 1:6-10).





    C.   Other examples of groups and discussion.





         1.   Mk 9:33-37 Topic: Who is the greatest among the disciples.





         2.   Mk 9:14-19 Topic: The disciples' inability to cast out a demon.





         3.   Mk 9:9-11 Topic: Their lack of understanding of the resurrection.





         4.   I Sam 17:25-30 David questions the group about the reward for


              killing the giant and is rebuked. David later kills the giant.


              (I Sam 17:48-49)





         5.   Jesus questions the group and amazes them (Lk 2:46-47).





         6.   Moses makes excuses to God (Ex 4:1, 10-17).





         7.   In Mk 8:15-17 Jesus rebukes the group and corrects them.





         8.   In Is 6:8, Isaiah talks directly to God. Now Jesus speaks to


              us through His Word (Heb 12:1-2, Jn 12:46-50, Jn 1:1-14).





         Note that the discussion between humans is not the authority or the


         source of truth. God is the source of truth (Jn 17:17, Jn 14:6).


         Teaching anything from outside the Bible defeats the purpose of the


         gospel. (Gal 1:6-10)

    B.   Asking Questions (Lk 2:46)





         1.   Who? -- This question settles the identity of the speaker,


              and the recipient of the message.





              Who is speaking? Who is being spoken to?





              The answer to this question helps determine the context of a


              passage.  For example, when Satan speaks, we would not accept


              what he says as truth (Gen 3:1-5).























         2.   What? -- This question asks for further information or


              definitions.





              What do you mean by that?





              Asking this question may clear up disagreements when terms are


              defined.





         3.   When? -- This question deals with time.





              When an event happened (or will happen) is important.





              When some things will happen are unknown (Mt 24:36, 34).








         4.   Where? -- This question deals with location.





              Where an event happened is important.  Also, asking where


              something is found in the Bible will settle many disputes.





         5.   Why? -- Asks the reason behind an event or action.





              Giving a Bible explanation for a teaching or saying will make it


              clearer.

    C.   Special Considerations





         1.   Anything which draws attention to the teacher or the class must


              must be avoided; we are to focus on Jesus (Heb 12:2).





         2.   Jesus must be exalted; we must be humble (Jas 4:8-10).





         3.   Man's wisdom must give way to God's wisdom (I Cor 1:18-31).





         4.   Human opinion is never authoritative (Mt 15:3-9).





         5.   God's teaching must and will prevail over man's (Mt 15:10-20)


              (Note what proceeds out of the human heart!)





         6.   Even though no man obeys, God will still be right (Rom 3:3-4).





         7.   The teacher should point the class to Christ and not attempt to


              gain his own followers (Mt 23:8-12).





         8.   The teacher is a servant and must teach others so (Mt 23:11).





         9.   We must practice justice, mercy, and faithfulness (Mt 23:23) and


              be examples to others (I Tim 4:12).





         10.  Our own experience is worthless (Jn 6:63); God's Word gives us


              life!





         11.  Our own knowledge may make us proud (I Cor 8:1-2).





         12.  We must use our senses to help determine good from evil PROVIDED


              we use God's Word as a measuring stick (standard), Heb 5:11-6:5.





         13.  We will evaluate what we hear; we will accept the truth and


              reject anything false (I Thess 5:21-22, Ac 17:11, Ps 119:104).





         14.  We will handle the Word of God correctly (II Tim 2:15).




















         14.  We have are not taught to do the following in the Bible (and


              therefore we will not practice):





              Interrupting those who are speaking.





              Being rude or impolite.





              Drawing conclusions for another person.





              Attempting to force someone to accept a conclusion.





              Ridiculing a student or teacher for his opinions.


              (Most of the time asking where something is found in the Bible


              will clear up any problems with false doctrine.)





              Being unprepared to teach a class.
