Then Aaron took ashes and threw them into the air. Soon all the Egyptians and their animals were covered with sores, but not the Hebrews. Pharaoh's magicians got sores, too, so they ran away from Pharaoh's court, because they were hurting so much. But Pharaoh still did not listen.



Moses told the Egyptians, "Bring in all the animals you have left and all your servants inside. It is going to rain fire and hail from the skies and anything outside will die." Some of the people believed Moses and stayed inside. God sent huge hailstones and fire down. And the animals and the people that were outside were killed. All the trees were killed, too. But the people who stayed inside lived.



Pharaoh still did not listen, so God sent locusts to eat all the plants. They ate everything green in the fields. Pharaoh's servants were worried. They told Pharaoh, "Egypt is hurting bad; let these people go." But Pharaoh did not listen.



So God sent darkness to cover Egypt for three days. It was so dark the people could feel it. No one moved for three days. But God's children had light. God told Moses that He was going to sent one more plague or bad thing. Then Pharaoh would let them go. God said that He was going to kill every first-born child in Egypt.

So God's people killed young sheep and goats. They roasted them and did not break any bones in the animal. They fixed vegetables and did not put salt or yeast in their bread. Bread without salt or yeast is called unleavened bread. It is the same bread that God commands Christians to eat when they take the Lord's supper every Sunday. The people ate fast, with their clothes and shoes on. After the people were through eating they burned the leftovers. The people had already put the blood on the sides and top of their doors.



That night, all the Hebrews stayed inside, like God had told them. God passed over the doors where He saw the blood. But where there was no blood on the doors, God killed the oldest child. In every house where there was not blood over the door, someone was killed. The Egyptians were crying. Finally, Pharaoh told the Hebrews to go!



The Hebrews asked their Egyptian neighbors for silver, gold, and clothes. And the Egyptians gave it to them. God told the people to eat this meal every year to remember how God passed over the Hebrews and helped them leave Egypt. This meal is called the Passover.

On the sixth day (Friday) there will be twice as much. The people shall pick up twice as much food on Friday to last for two days." So God sent small flakes of food from heaven. This food was sort of like bread and it tasted like bread made with lots of honey. These little pieces of food covered the ground. Each person was to pick up about half a gallon of this food. The people were not supposed to pick up too much, or save any leftovers. On Saturday, the seventh day, the people were not supposed to go out to pick up food. They were supposed to rest.

Some people picked up too much food. Some people kept it overnight. God put worms in the leftovers because the people did not obey God. Some people forgot to pick up twice as much food on Friday, so they went hungry on Saturday.

Then God told Moses to take a jar and keep it so that the Hebrew children many years later could see what this food was. The people called the food 'Manna '. The word 'Manna ' means 'What is it? '. At night, God made quail fly to the camp and so people had quail for their meat. A quail is a bird like a duck. God took care of His people.

You shall not covet or want what your neighbor has." Then God wrote these rules on tablets of stone for Moses and the people to have and live by.

The Levite tribe, Moses' relatives, came to him. "Kill all your friends and neighbors," Moses said. The Levites killed the people who did not want to worship God. So 3,000 men died that day. God said, "If a person does wrong, I will punish him."

The people brought what the Egyptians had given them.The people helped Moses get the tabernacle ready. Ladies seweds the beautiful cloth. They made curtains from the wool, and the men made jewelry for the priests. The men cut the wood and covered it with silver and gold. The people put the curtains together to cover the tent. The tent covered the boards underneath like a roof covers a small barn.The tent was 45 feet long and about 12 feet wide. The boards were put together with gold rings. Inside the tent there were curtains. The first part of the tent was called the holy place. In the holy place were a large candlestick, a table for bread, and a table for burning incense. Incense is perfume.



Behind the curtain was the most holy place. Only one priest could come into the most holy place, once a year. A small wooden box was inside. The box was covered with gold and had two gold angels over it. This box was called the ark of the covenant. This box had the tablets of stone and the pot of manna inside. A covenant is a law. The ark of the covenant was special, because it reminded the people of God's law. If anyone that was not a priest touched it, he would die.

To offer a burnt offering, you built a table or altar from rocks or dirt. Then you killed an animal. Then you put wood on the table and burned it. Sacrificing an animal is a lot like cooking on a barbecue pit or campfire. Sometimes the animal was burned all up, and sometimes the priest ate the cooked meat.



In the Old Testament, you could not work on Saturday. This is because on Saturday, the seventh day, after God made everything, God rested. So the people of Israel could not work on Saturday.



In the Old Testament if a person did not obey God, he could be killed right on the spot. No one was allowed to worship Satan or be a witch, either. If a person hurt someone, he would be punished the same way.



In the Old Testament, people used harps and trumpets to worship God. They played cymbals and string instruments. People used to have to wear tassels on their clothing, and had to put a fence around their roof. Their clothes could only be of one kind of material. God made these rules to see if the people would obey Him. Jesus finished the law of the Old Testament.

We sing to God. We sing psalms that David wrote, and also songs about Jesus. We sing because we love Jesus. We sing because we love each other. We sing to help other people learn about Jesus. We sing because God tells us to. We do not use peanut butter and milk for the Lord's supper. We use the unsalted bread and grape juice like God says. We do not offer animals any more to God. Jesus has been offered for us. We do not use musical instruments like the people did in the Old Testament, because God tells us to sing.



It is easier to live under the New Testament. We can wear all kinds of material. We can eat any animal or plant we want to. We can sing because we love God. We are glad Jesus died for us.
