(Ac 2:)

Fifty days after the Passover, the Jews had a holiday called Pentecost. Seven weeks after harvest time began, the Jews celebrated Pentecost. (Deu 16:9) Jews came to Jerusalem from all over the world to worship God. Jesus had gone back to Heaven, and before He left, He told His apostles to wait in Jerusalem. Jesus said that He would sent the Holy Spirit to them. Jesus promised that the Holy Spirit would help the apostles talk and teach. So the apostles went to Jerusalem. The chief priests heard that Peter and John were teaching that Jesus was risen from the dead. They did not like this at all, because if people followed Jesus, then no one would follow the Jewish priests. So they sent soldiers to arrest Peter and John and they threw Peter and John in jail overnight. Annas, the high priest, and Caiphas sent for Peter and John. "Who told you that you could heal? In whose name did you heal?" they asked. Peter said, "Why are you angry with us? All we did was heal a lame man. Besides, it was Jesus' power that healed him. Jesus is raised from the dead, but you crucified Him. You can only be saved by Jesus' name, no one else's." 



The whole council was surprised that Peter and John were not afraid. Then they remembered that Peter and John had been with Jesus. The healed man was standing there, too, so the council ordered Peter and John to wait outside. The council decided to try to made Peter and John afraid to teach about Jesus any more. The council called Peter and John and told them, "Do not teach or preach any more about Jesus." Peter and John said, "Should we obey you, or obey God? Please decide for yourselves, but we cannot stop teaching about the things we saw Jesus do." Because all the people were happy that the lame man was well, the council had to let Peter and John go.

Many people were being baptized into Christ. Most of the people who became Christians at first were Jews who had come into Jerusalem for Pentecost. Many were from Asia, Africa, and Europe. They only had brought enough food to stay for Pentecost and for the trip back home. Well, when they were baptized, they stayed in Jerusalem to learn how to live the Christian life. So the apostles were teaching them.



Many people were obeying the gospel and being baptized because the apostles said, "We have seen Jesus risen from the dead." Soon, the food that the new Christians had brought with them was gone. So the Christians who were in Jerusalem shared with their brothers and sisters in Christ. These Christians were generous. They sold land, rent houses, family farms, jewelry, and even extra clothes to support the Christians from out of town while they learned more about Jesus. There were no hungry Christians then, because these new Christians loved God enough to share. They gave because they loved God, not because they had to. They were glad to help their brothers and sisters in Christ.



Some Jewish priests became Christians. Now, all the priests who lived in the country outside Jerusalem were not as well off as the priests in Jerusalem. Joseph was a priest from Cyprus, and he became a Christian. He sold the land he owned and gave the money to the apostles. This was such a great sacrifice that the apostles named him Barnabas, which means, 'son of encouragement.' Yes, Barnabas' gift encouraged the apostles.

Peter said, "Why have you agreed to test out God's Spirit? God tells us apostles through the Holy Spirit when someone lies to God. Now you will be buried beside your husband. Look! The men who buried your husband are waiting outside, and they will bury you, too." Then Sapphira fell dead at Peter's feet. So the young men came in, made sure she was dead, carried her out, and buried her beside her husband. And everyone who heard about this, and the whole church, respected God and the apostles.

So the apostles kept on preaching Jesus in the temple, starting at dawn. The high priest and called a council meeting and sent soldiers to the jail to get the apostles out. But the soldiers found the prison empty! The priests were a little worried: they had put the apostles in jail last night, and this morning, they were preaching in the Temple. So the priests sent the Temple guard to bring the apostles in quietly. The priests did not want the people to get angry and attack the guards.

He was killed, and his followers left him. Also, Judas of Galilee wanted to lead a revolution, but when he died, no one followed him any more. So now, if these men are false teachers, they will scatter. But if God is with them, you cannot win against God." The council respected Gamaliel, so they agreed, and told the apostles not to preach Jesus any more. They had the apostles beaten in public, but the apostles kept right on preaching Jesus as Christ.

The Greek-speaking Jews told the apostles that at lunchtime their widows were not served like the local Jewish widows. So the apostles called all the Christians to a big meeting. They said, "Now, we are supposed to preach and teach about Jesus. Our job is not to serve food to widows. So you pick out seven men to help out in this work. They must be wise and full of the Holy Spirit. We will keep on preaching and teaching."



The Christians liked the idea and chose seven men: Stephen, Philip, Prochorus, Nicanor, Timon, Parmenas, and Nicolas. These men helped feed the widows. The apostles laid their hands on them. This meant that the men received the special gifts of the Holy Spirit. So the church kept on growing. And the apostles kept on preaching and teaching. Later on, the church would have deacons. The deacons would help the church, but they would not have the apostles lay hands on them. These seven men received special gifts from the Holy Spirit, but our deacons do not. Only an apostle could pass on special gifts of the Holy Spirit. (Ac 8:6-7)

Well, the Jews from Asia started to argue with Stephen. But they could not stop Stephen from preaching. So these evil men hired false witnesses to say that Stephen had said terrible things about Moses and God.



So the people got excited and became a mob. They dragged Stephen in front of the Jewish council and said bad things about him. And everyone who was in the room could see Stephen's face shining like an angel's. The high priest asked Stephen, "Are these things about you true?"



So Stephen started to preach to the council. He started with the history of the Hebrew people. He talked about Abraham and God's promises to him. Stephen talked about Isaac and Jacob and Joseph and how God helped Moses lead His people out of Egypt. He told how the children of Israel worshiped idols in the desert. Then Stephen shouted, "You have killed all of God's teachers and prophets and have not listened to Him. You have broken God's law. You have not obeyed God." Then all the council became very angry and gritted their teeth.



But Stephen was full of the Holy Spirit and said, "I see Heaven open, and Jesus at God's right hand." Then the council dragged Stephen out of the Temple and out of the city. Every man picked up rocks. They called all the people in the city to bring rocks. They even took off their coats to throw better, and put their coats at Saul's feet. Saul was from Tarsus, and he agreed to kill Stephen. So the men threw their rocks at Stephen until he died. This is called stoning. Stephen said right before he died, "Jesus! Receive my spirit! Do not hold this sin against them!" and then he died. Then all the people in the city started to hate the Christians and treat them terribly. So while men buried Stephen, all the Christians except the apostles, ran for their lives out of Jerusalem to other cities.

All the people were glad to hear God's Word. They were happy about the sick getting well. Now, there was a magician named Simon, who used to practice black magic and trick the people of Samaria. People used to call Simon, "The Great Power from God." When the people started to obey Jesus, they stopped believing in Simon. Even Simon believed in Jesus. Simon knew that the gospel of Jesus was stronger than any magic. Simon kept on looking while Philip healed people.



The people who were baptized did not get any special gifts from the Holy Spirit. But Phillip had the gifts from the Holy Spirit because the apostles laid their hands on him. Philip could do miracles, but he could not pass this power on to someone else. Only an apostle could pass on the power to do miracles. Of course, no one alive today has these powers, because the apostles have not laid their hands on anyone who is alive today. Well, Philip asked the apostles in Jerusalem to come to Samaria to give the new Christians special gifts of the Holy Spirit. After Peter and John laid their hands on people and prayed, the people could do miracles and heal the sick.



So Simon wanted to do miracles, too. He offered the apostles money: "Lay hands on me, and give me YOUR power, so that I can pass on the Holy Spirit, just like an apostle." Peter said, "You and your silver coins will be burned. You cannot buy the power of the Holy Spirit. Besides, only an apostle can pass on those gifts. So turn from your sins, and pray, and maybe God will forgive you." Simon begged, "Pleases pray for me! I was wrong!" And many people heard God's Word and believed in Jesus.

She sat up late with the lonely children and older people. Dorcas made clothes for the people who could not afford them. She helped the widows and the children with no parents, the orphans. Everyone in town loved Dorcas. The name Dorcas means Deer, or gazelle. Yes, Dorcas was kind and gentle as a deer, and now she was dead. Why? Peter found all the widows and poor people in town crying and moaning. Two men told Peter, "Come here quickly!"

(A synagogue is a church and school.) Cornelius also prayed to God all the time.



About 3 o'clock one afternoon, Cornelius saw an angel! The angel of God called out, "Cornelius!" Then Cornelius was afraid, because he knew it was a message from God. He said, "What is it, Lord?" The angel said, "God has heard your prayers and seen your gifts to Him. God has remembered you. Send men to Simon the Tanner's house, who lives by the ocean. Peter will be there. The men from Cornelius' house were almost to Joppa. Peter was on the roof of Simon's house about noon. Lunch was almost ready, and Peter was hungry. Peter could hardly wait to eat. Then Peter had a dream. A vision is a dream sent by God to teach someone. God showed Peter a big sheet coming down out of the sky. Inside the sheet were all kinds of animals and reptiles and birds that Jewish people did not eat.



The law of Moses had many rules about what a Jewish person could and could not eat. For example, a Jewish person could not eat catfish, but could eat trout. They could eat grasshoppers but not pigs. Many animals were unclean to the Jew. Unclean meant that the law of Moses said not to eat it. (See Lev 11: for more information.)



A voice told Peter, "Get up. Kill something and eat it." Peter said, "No, Lord! I have never eaten anything unclean." The voice said, "God made these animals clean. Do not call them unclean." This happened 3 times to Peter and the sheet went back into the sky. Peter was wondering why God had shown him this. Then the men from Cornelius' house showed up at Simon's front door. They asked for Peter. God told Peter, "Go downstairs, and do not be afraid. Go with them, because I sent them here."



Peter talked to the men. "Why are you here," he asked. The men said, "Cornelius is a Roman soldier who worships God. God told him to send us here and ask for you. You are supposed to teach Cornelius." So Peter invited the men in for the night. The next day, Peter went with them to Cornelius' house. Peter took some other Jewish Christians with him, too.

�Q2L3 Peter Teaches the Gentiles



(Ac 10:24-48)

Peter went to see Cornelius. Cornelius had all his family and friends there to hear what Peter had to say. When Peter came in, Cornelius fell down to worship Peter. Peter said, "Get up! I am just a man. Do not worship me. Worship God." Peter told the people how God had shown him the sheet full of animals. Peter said, "Even though most Jews will not talk to a Gentile, I came here to you. What do you want me for?"



Cornelius said, "Four days ago, at 3 o'clock in the afternoon, an angel came to me. He told me that God remembered my prayers. He told me to invite you to come. Now, we want to know what God has to say to us."



Peter said, "I know that God does not have favorites. God loves all people who obey Him. All people can be saved if they obey God. Jesus came to help others. Jesus healed the sick and cast out demons. Jesus was killed on a cross, but we apostles saw Jesus raised from the dead. Jesus told us to preach about Him. Jesus is coming back again. He will judge the living and the dead. The prophets who wrote the Scriptures said that Jesus is the Savior. Every one who obeys Jesus will be saved." While Peter was talking, the Holy Spirit came on all the Gentiles in the room. The Gentiles spoke in new languages and they praised God. This was the same kind of gift that the apostles received on the day of Pentecost.



Peter was surprised and said to the Jews who were there, "These Gentiles must be baptized into Christ because they have received the Holy Spirit just like we did." Then Peter told them to be baptized into Jesus in water. They were baptized, and Peter stayed a few more days, teaching the new Christians how to live right. Now both the Gentiles and Jews were Christians.

�Q2L4 The Antioch Church Grows



(Ac 11:1-26)

The Jewish Christians at Jerusalem asked Peter, "Why did you teach Christians?" Peter explained how God had shown him that no person is unclean. Peter and the Jews who went to Joppa told them how God gave the Holy Spirit to the Gentiles. Then the Jewish brothers were glad. They thanked God that the Gentiles were being saved.



The Jews who did not believe Jesus started hurting those who believed in Jesus. The Jews who believed in Christ started preaching up the coast of the Mediterranean sea and on Cyprus. But they only taught Jews. Then, some men from Cyprus and Libya went north to Antioch in Syria. They started preaching to Gentiles, too. God helped them work, and many people believed God. Many people were baptized into Christ.



The church in Jerusalem heard that the Gentiles were obeying Jesus. They sent Barnabas to Antioch to help teach the new Christians more about Jesus. Barnabas taught many others in Antioch and the church grew. Barnabas helped the new Christians to be strong and faithful to God. Barnabas loved God, and had much faith. God gave Barnabas special gifts of the Holy Spirit when the apostles laid hands on him.



Barnabas was happy to help the church in Antioch. So many people were being saved that Barnabas went to Tarsus, 75 miles northwest, to find Saul. Barnabas brought Saul back to help the church in Antioch. Barnabas and Saul stayed a whole year there and many people were baptized. The believers were very happy. In Antioch, those who believed in Jesus were called "Christians." The name "Christian was first used in Antioch.

�Q2L5 Agabus Tells the Future



(Ac 11:27-30)

A prophet is someone who tells the future. A prophet of God tells God's Word to the people. The New Testament was written by men who listened to God's Word. These men wrote what God told them to write. Now, God's written Word is complete. We are not allowed to add any more to God's Word. The book of Revelation is the last part of the New Testament. So we are not allowed to add any more to it. (See Rev 22:18-19)



While the apostles were still alive God gave special gifts through His Holy Spirit. Agabus had been given a special gift by the apostles laying their hands on him. (See Q1L9 on Philip teaching the magician.)



Agabus said that there would be a shortage of food all over the world. Claudius was emperor of Rome then. So the church in Judea, the country around Jerusalem was very poor. They would be hurt most by the shortage of food. So Christians all over the world sent money to help the church near Jerusalem. Paul and Barnabas helped collect this money and took it to Jerusalem.



The church in many cities collected money to help. Every Christian helped send this gift to their brothers in Judea. The Christians in Judea had helped start many Gentile churches. Now the Gentile churches helped the church in Judea.

�Q2L6 The Gentiles Do Not Have to Obey Moses' Law



(Ac 15:1-35)

The Jewish Christians started to teach in Antioch. They said that the Gentiles had to obey Moses' law. Paul and Barnabas did not agree with them. They had a big argument about this. So Paul, Barnabas, and some other men went up to Jerusalem to ask what the apostles and elders thought. They traveled through Samaria and Judea and told how the Gentiles were obeying Christ. The Christians were very happy to hear this.



The men got to Jerusalem, and the apostles and elders had a big meeting. They talked about the Gentile Christians. There was a big argument. Peter told how God had let Gentiles obey Christ. Peter said that God made the Gentiles clean through faith and God. Peter said that the Gentiles could not keep Moses' law. Besides, Jesus took away the law given to Moses.



Barnabas and Paul told how God had helped many Gentiles obey Christ. James said, "The prophets wrote how the Gentiles would be saved, too. So we should not tell these Gentiles to keep Moses' law. We should tell the Gentiles not to eat blood or things offered to idols. The Gentiles should follow God's marriage laws, also. This will keep the people who are still following Moses' law happy." All the apostles and elders agreed with James. So they sent Paul, Barnabas, Silas, and Judas called Barsabbas to Antioch. They sent a letter with them. The letter said,



"The apostles and elders send greetings. Some people say you should keep Moses' law. We did not send men to say this. We have sent Barnabas and Paul and other men to you. These men have almost died for Jesus. We want you to do this: Keep away from eating blood and things offered to idols, and keep God's marriage law. This is good for you. Farewell."



When the Gentile Christians read this letter, they were glad. Judas and Silas helped teach the people, too. Then, Silas helped Paul and Barnabas teach, but Judas went back to Jerusalem.

�Q2L7 Paul is Called to Macedonia

Paul wanted to go north to Bithynia, south of the Black Sea, but God did not let him. Paul and Timothy came to Troas, on the northwest corner of Asia Minor, next to Greece (Achaia). Paul had a vision. In his vision, Paul saw a man from Macedonia standing and begging Paul, "Come over to Macedonia to help us."



Then Paul woke up. He took Timothy and they went to Macedonia, which is northwest of Asia Minor. Today it is the north part of Greece. Paul knew that God had called him to Macedonia. So Paul and Timothy got on a boat to Neapolis. Then they walked to Philippi, which is a Roman city, the capital of Macedonia. Paul and Timothy spent a few days looking the city over.



On Saturday Paul and Timothy looked for the place where Jews worshiped. They found a place outside the city, down by the river. Some women were there praying. Paul started talking to the women about Jesus. One of the women there was named Lydia. Lydia sold expensive purple cloth for a living. She believed in Christ and was baptized into Christ. Her family obeyed the gospel, too. They asked Paul and Timothy to stay at their house. So Paul and Timothy stayed and taught them more about Jesus.

Her masters had gotten rich by using this demon to make money. Well, Paul got tired of this slave-girl shouting after them. He could not teach, because she kept shouting, "These men are from God." So Paul said to the demon, "I order you in Jesus Christ's name to come out of her!" and the demon left her.



So the slave-girl's owners saw that they would get no more money from telling fortunes. They had the judges grab Paul and Silas and throw them in prison. They told the jailer to keep them safe, so the jailer locked them into the deepest prison and put their feet in stocks. Stocks are wooden bars around your legs that do not let your feet move. But Paul and Silas sang songs to God at midnight and prayed. The other prisoners heard them singing. Then there was an earthquake, and the prison shook! All the doors opened and the prisoners' chains fell off.



The jailer woke up and saw the doors open. He thought that all the prisoners had escaped. So he was about to kill himself. Paul yelled, "Do not hurt yourself! All the prisoners are here!" The jailer asked for lamps and he walked in and fell down at Paul and Silas' feet, shaking. He let Paul and Silas out of jail and asked, "Men, what must I do to be saved?" Paul said, "Believe in Jesus, and you will be saved." So Paul and Silas preached to the jailer an his whole family. Then the jailer and his family believed in Christ and were baptized right away.



The jailer helped Paul and Silas clean up, and he was glad because he was saved now. The next day, the judges sent soldiers to the jail. "Let the two men go," the soldiers said. But Paul said, "Why are the judges sending you here? They had us beaten in public. We are Roman citizens. Have the judges come and ask us nicely to leave." It was against the law to beat a Roman citizen without a trial. So the judges came and begged Paul and Silas to leave. After teaching some mere, Paul and Silas left.

�Q2L9 The Jews Look in God's Word



(Ac 17:1-15)

At Thessalonica, near the middle part of the east coast of Greece, Paul and his helpers taught the Jews first. Paul started teaching in the Jewish meeting place, or synagogue, for 3 weeks. He taught that Jesus was God's Son. Some Jews became Christians, and so did many Gentiles. Also, many women obeyed God. The Jews that did not obey Christ got jealous and got a big crowd together. The crowd tried to find Paul, but they found a man named Jason instead. They dragged Jason outside to court. Now, Paul and his helpers stayed at Jason's house.



The Jews told the court, "These men have upset the whole world. They teach that Jesus is the King, not Caesar." But the judge made punished Jason by making him pay money, and then let him go.



So the Christians sent Paul and Silas away at night to Berea, about 50 miles southwest of Thessalonica. At Berea, Paul and Silas taught in the synagogue. But these Jews were different from the people at Thessalonica. The Berean Jews listened carefully to Paul's words. They checked out what Paul said by looking in the scriptures every day. These Jews had the Old Testament, since all of the New Testament had not been written yet. These Jews studied and believed in Jesus.



Many Jews and Gentiles obeyed Jesus and were baptized. But the Jews from Thessalonica heard where Paul and Silas were. They came to Berea to cause trouble, so Paul left for Athens. He told Silas and Timothy to come, too, as soon as they could.

�Q2L10 Paul Preaches on Mars Hill



(Ac 17:16-34)

Paul waited at Athens for Silas and Timothy. It made Paul sad to see the people worshiping idols. There was even a statue "To the Unknown God." So Paul taught in the synagogue and in the market place every day. Then, some Greek wise men heard about Paul. They went to see what Paul had to say. Some of them said, "Who is this man?" but some men said, "He is talking about new gods." Paul was really teaching that Jesus had been raised from the dead. The wise men brought Paul up to the top of Mars Hill where the wise men met to talk. They asked Paul, "Tell us about what you are teaching. Please explain what you mean."



All the people there liked to tell stories and listen to something new. So Paul said, "I know you people believe in God. When I came in, I saw statues to all kinds of gods. I even saw a statue to the unknown God. I am here to tell you about the God you do not know. God made the earth and the stars and everything. God gives life to everything, but God does not need people. God keeps the world going and God wants people to obey Him. God is not far from us, because we would not be here without God's help. Your poets have said, 'In God we live and move and are alive. We are his children. ' God is not like rocks or gold or silver. God wants people to turn from their sins. God's Son rose from the dead and will judge the world one day."



The wise men heard about the dead being raised and laughed. But some said, "Come back to see us later." Then Paul went down from Mars Hill. Some men followed Paul down, and heard God's Word. Dionysius and Damaris, a woman, and others obeyed Christ and were baptized. Soon Paul left for Corinth, about 50 miles west of Athens.

�Q2L11 Some Tentmakers Teach Apollos



(Ac 18:1-28)

Paul went to Corinth. He made tents for a living. He found Aquila and Priscilla, his wife, who made tents, too. They worked together. But when Silas and Timothy came, Paul started preaching full time. Paul taught the Jews that Jesus was the Christ. The Jews did not want to believe, so Paul said, "You are guilty. So I am going to preach to the Gentiles."



So Paul stayed at Titus Justus' house, next door to the synagogue. the leader of synagogue and his family believed in Jesus and was baptized. Many Gentiles were becoming Christians. God told Paul in a dream, "Keep on preaching. Do not be afraid. No one will hurt you, because many people believe in Me." So Paul stayed there a year and six months, teaching and preaching about Jesus. Then the Jews got angry and dragged Paul to court. Paul was going to talk, but the judge said, "You Jews are bringing your religion to this court. If you want to talk about your religion, do not waste my time." And the judge threw them out of court. The Jews started beating Sosthones, but the judge just turned his head away.



Paul kept on teaching, and then sailed west to Syria. He took Priscilla and Aquila with him. They got to Ephesus, in the southwest part of Asia Minor, on the coast. Paul left for Caesarea, and left Priscilla and Aquila in Ephesus. Now a man named Apollos, a Jew born in Alexandria, Egypt, came to the synagogue. Apollos knew the Old Testament very well. Apollos knew about John's baptism and some about Jesus. Apollos was teaching in the synagogue about Jesus. So Priscilla and Aquila taught him more about Jesus' life, how Jesus died, was buried, and was raised from the dead. Now Apollos knew how to teach people all about Jesus. Apollos was a good speaker, and showed many Jews that Jesus is the Christ. Then Apollos went to Corinth to help the church there.

�Q2L12 Paul Almost Thrown to the Lions



(Ac 19:23-41)

Paul was teaching in Ephesus, but a man who made silver idols hated the church. This man's name was Demetrius. Since no Christian worshiped idols, Demetrius thought that people would not want idols any more. Then the men who made idols would not have jobs. Demetrius knew that the more people who became Christians, the less money he would make. Demetrius called a meeting of all the men who worked with metal. Demetrius said, "Without idols, we are out of business. Many people are obeying Jesus. No no one will worship Diana (Venus). Paul says that idols are no good. Christians do not worship idols. Soon we will be poor, and no one will worship Diana."



The angry workers yelled, "Great is Diana the goddess of Ephesus!" The whole city came out into the streets, yelling, "Diana is great! Worship Diana!" The mob ran out into the Roman arena where criminals were thrown to the lions. They dragged Gaius and Aristarchus, Paul's helpers along. Paul wanted to go into the crowd, but his Christian brothers kept him inside. Some Christians who were lawyers told Paul, "Do not go out there. You could get fed to the lions." The mob got wilder and wilder. Some people yelled out one thing. Some people yelled something else. Most people did not even know why they were there.



Some people thought a Jewish man named Alexander was the trouble. Alexander was going to talk to the crowd, but someone yelled, "Alexander is Jewish!" Now for two hours the crowd yelled, "Diana of Ephesus is Great." Then the Roman official said, "Everyone knows Diana is great. So you should keep calm and not do anything quickly. These men have not stolen Diana's statues and they have not hurt you. If you want to take them to court, lawyers are here. But you must go home now, because it is against Roman law to have a riot without good reason." Then he told the men to go home.

�Q3L1 Sleeping During the Sermon

�Q3L2 Paul is Arrested



(Ac 21:1-22:29)

As Paul got close to Jerusalem, all the Christians told Paul not to go to Jerusalem. Paul got to Ptolemais and stayed one day. Then Paul and his helpers left for Caesarea. In Caesarea, Paul stayed at Philip's house. Philip, one of the seven who helped the widows, was the one who preached in Samaria. He had four daughters who had special gifts from the Holy Spirit. While Paul was there, Agabus the prophet came from Judea. Agabus took Paul's belt and tied his own feet and hands. Agabus said, "This is the way Paul will be tied up in Jerusalem."



The Christians did not want Paul to be arrested, so they begged Paul not to go to Jerusalem. But Paul said, "Why are you crying? Are you trying to made me very sad? I am ready to go to prison or even die for Jesus." Paul would not change his mind, so the Christians said, "God's will be done." Then Paul got ready to go to Jerusalem. Some of the Christians from Caesarea went with Paul to Jerusalem.



In Jerusalem, the Christians were glad to see Paul. Paul told the elders what God had done for the Gentiles. "Many Gentiles have become Christians," Paul said. All the elders were glad. The elders said, "The Jews say that you are teaching the Jews not to obey the law of Moses. What do you want to do? We have four men here who have promised to keep themselves clean and pure. These men have made promises as Nazirites. Take these men to the Temple and pay to have their hair shaved off. This will show that you have told the Gentiles to keep God's marriage law and not to eat blood or anything offered to idols." So Paul went into the Temple with the men to show that he was not doing anything wrong.



The Jews who had been causing trouble for Paul in Asia saw Paul in the Temple. They shouted, "This man teaches against Moses and has brought Greeks into the Temple! Help, help!" This was not true, but the people in the city shouted and ran into the streets. The crowd pulled Paul out of the Temple and shut the doors. They were going to kill Paul, but a Roman officer heard the noise and came with some soldiers. When the crowd saw the soldiers, they stopped beating Paul. So the Roman officer arrested Paul and chained him up.



The officer asked the crowd what Paul had done. The crowd just yelled and yelled, so the Romans took Paul up into the fort where the soldiers stayed. Paul talked to the people, and then asked to talk to the officer. When the officer almost had Paul beaten, Paul said that he was a Roman citizen. Then the Roman officer was afraid, because it was against the law to chain up or beat a Roman citizen without a trial.

�Q3L3 Felix Keeps Paul in Prison



(Ac 22:30-24:27)

The Roman officer wanted to find out why the crowd tried to kill Paul. So the officer took Paul down to the Jewish council. Paul told the council, "I have a good conscience before God. I have lived right." Then the high priest told the guard to slap Paul. Paul said, "God is going to slap you, you false teacher. How can you use Moses' law to judge me, and break Moses' law by hitting me?" The men said, "Is that the way you talk to the high priest?" Paul said, "I did not know he was high priest this year. I am sorry."



Then Paul looked around and saw some Sadducees and some Pharisees there. Sadducees do not believe in Heaven or that people will be raised from the dead. The Pharisees believe in angels, Heaven, and that people will be raised from the dead. So Paul yelled, "I am a Pharisee and a son of a Pharisee. I am on trial because I believe the dead will be raised." Then the council argued about Paul. The Pharisees wanted to let Paul go. "Maybe an angel talked to him, they said." The council got so loud that the Roman officer took Paul back. He was afraid the council would tear Paul apart.



God told Paul in a dream, "Do not be afraid. You must also teach in Rome." The next day, 40 Jews promised that they would not eat or drink until they had killed Paul. They asked the Romans to bring Paul down to the council again, but they really wanted to kill Paul. Paul's nephew heard the 40 men talking, so he told the Roman officer. The Roman officer got 470 soldiers ready to take Paul to Caesarea. Caesarea had many Roman soldiers there, and Paul would be safer.



The Roman officer wrote a letter to Felix the governor, "I do not know what to do with Paul. Please decide what to do." The officer sent the letter to Felix with one of the soldiers. The Jews sent a lawyer to talk to Felix. The lawyer lied to Felix, and could not prove what he was saying. Felix said that he would wait to hear more from the Roman officer in Jerusalem before doing anything. Later, Paul told Felix that God would judge everyone. When Felix heard about God's judgment, he was afraid. He told Paul, "Go away for now, and I will talk to you later." But after Paul was in jail two years, Festus became governor. So Felix left Paul in jail, because he wanted to keep the Jews happy.

(Ac 25:-26:)

The Jews asked Festus to let Paul come back to Jerusalem for trial. They were planning to kill Paul before he got there. So Festus, the governor made the Jews come to Caesarea. The Jews said many bad things about Paul, but none of them were true. Festus asked Paul, "Do you want to go to Jerusalem for trial?" Paul said, "I should be on trial here because I have not hurt the Jews. I want Caesar to hear my case."



Festus and the court had a short meeting. Festus said, "You must go to Caesar because you have asked him to hear your case." King Agrippa visited Festus just then, and Festus said, "Sir, please hear Paul's case." King Agrippa said, "I would like to hear what Paul has to say."



Festus needed to write a letter to Caesar about Paul, and he still did not know what to put in his letter. Paul said, "I am glad to stand here before you, king Agrippa. Please listen to me. I was raised in Jerusalem as a Pharisee. I kept Moses' law and I believed that God will raise the dead. I believed that Jesus was wrong, and I tried to hurt Jesus' followers. I did all I could to kill Christians or have them put in jail. On my way to Damascus to find more Christians to kill, I saw a bright light. I fell down, and a voice said, 'Saul, Saul, why do you hurt Me?' Then I went into the city and obeyed Christ. I was baptized and started to preach that Jesus is God's Son. This is why the Jews want to kill me. They do not believe Jesus was raised from the dead."



Then Festus said, "Paul, you are crazy! You have read too many books." Paul said, "I am not crazy; and the king himself knows about Jesus. King Agrippa, do you believe that Jesus is the Christ? I know you do." King Agrippa said, "Paul, you have almost talked me into becoming a Christian." Paul said, "I wish every person were like me, except for these chains I am wearing." Then king Agrippa and Festus sent Paul to Rome.

�Q3L5 Paul is Shipwrecked



(Ac 27:-28)

Paul and some other prisoners were on their way to Rome. Their ship sailed east, and a Roman officer named Julius was in charge. The ship reached Sidon, on the coast of the Mediterranean sea, 100 miles north of Caesarea. Julius let Paul go see the other Christians, get clean clothing, and take a bath. The ship sailed north of Cyprus next because it was very windy. The next stop was Myra, in the middle of the south coast of Asia Minor. They changed ships here. The second ship had to sail south of Crete because of bad weather.



Paul told the Romans, "It is already September. The sea is dangerous this time of year. If we go on, I believe the ship will be lost and we may die." But the captain of the ship thought it was safe, so Julius said to keep going. From the east end of Crete, the captain wanted to sail to Phoenix to a better harbor and spend the winter there. They sailed close to the shore, but a strong northeast wind blew the ship off course.



The ship could not sail with the wind when the wind was so strong. So the crew took down the sails and let the wind blow the ship along. When the ship passed the island of Clauda, the ship's boat almost got out of control. So the crew ran cables under the ship to hold it in one piece. The crew even threw out the grain that was on board. All loose wood and ropes were thrown overboard too, to make the ship lighter. The storm went on for days. The sailors thought they would never get home alive. Paul said, 'Do not be afraid. I told you not to sail, but you did anyway. God's angel told me that every person on the ship would be safe. I believe God. But we must run onto an island." After two weeks, the sailors thought they were near land. So they put out 4 anchors to keep the ship from running onto the rocks. Then the sailors tried to run away in the lifeboat. Paul told Julius, and the soldiers let the lifeboat fall into the water without the sailors.



At daylight, Paul told everyone to eat. Paul gave thanks for the food and ate. All 276 men ate. Then the sailors saw land. They tried to run the ship up onto the shore, but the ship got stuck on some rocks. The soldiers wanted to kill the prisoners, but Julius did not let them. All the men who could swim jumped overboard and swam. The rest of the men who could not swim hung onto boards and jumped into the water. All 276 men got to land safely. The people on the island built a fire and helped the men get dry. A poisonous snake bit Paul, and the natives thought he would die. Paul did not die, and the natives called Paul a god. When the Romans found another ship, the natives gave Paul and the soldiers food and clothes to get to Rome.



Paul got to Rome and lived there for 2 years in a house with only one soldier to guard him. Paul taught God's word to everyone who would listen.

�Q3L6 Obeying Parents and the Government



(Eph 6:1-9, Rom 13:1-7)

God gives us parents to help us. Parents teach us to treat other people right. Parents take care of us. They try to help us grow up right and we need to obey our parents. When we obey our parents, we are keeping God's law. If we obey our parents, God says we will have a longer and better life. Most of the time, parents try to tell us to do what is right. Brushing our teeth, taking baths, and eating vegetables are good for us. We may not always like to obey our parents but we should obey them. Being a parent is not easy. If parents told us to kill people or steal things, or course that would be wrong.



This is why God also has rules for parents. Parents are supposed to bring their children up God's way and teach them God's Word.



At work, bosses are supposed to treat the workers right. And workers are to do a good job ALL the time, not just when the boss is looking. Being an honest worker is right. They should work like they're working for Jesus.



Christians must obey the government. God gives people government. If God does not like a government, He can take it away. The police are there to catch criminals. If you break the law, you should be afraid of the police. The government is there to punish those who do wrong. To keep a clean heart, a Christian must obey the government. This means that the Christian pays taxes, obeys the law, and has respect for the police and judges.



If the government tells you not to worship God, what do you do? You must worship God, but keep every other law that the government makes. If you think the government is wrong, you still have to obey the law.

�Q3L7 Helping the Weak Christians

Paul wrote to the Christians in Rome. He told them about helping their weak brothers and sisters. When a person first is baptized, hi is like a little baby. But as the new Christian studies God's Word, he gets more faith and grows.



Back in Paul's time, some people thought eating meat was wrong. Some people kept Jewish holidays and some did not. Some people thought eating meat was right. Paul said the one who did not eat meat was the weaker brother. God made everything for people. Some people did not understand this. Paul said that God will save the brother who ate meat and the brother who ate only vegetables. God will save those who keep special days and those who call every day special.



Everyone will stand before God's throne. God will judge every person by what he has done. Every person will have to answer to God. So we should not worry about someone who eats only vegetables. As long as a person is thankful to God, he can eat any animal. No one should look down on anyone because he does not eat meat. We belong to God.



No one has the right to make you lose your faith in God. If eating meat makes your brother sick, do not eat meat. If drinking wine makes your brother lose faith in God, do not eat wine. Do not do anything that makes someone stop believing in God.



We should help others grow in Christ. We need to help people get closer to God. If something makes a person go away from God, we should not do it. Keeping our brothers and sisters strong in Christ is more important than what we eat or drink. Jesus died for everyone. We must not hurt people by trying to make them eat meat. If a weak brother ate meat, he would lose faith in God. We must be careful of what we do.

�Q3L8 John Visits Heaven



(Rev 1:, 4:, 20:11-22:21)

John was put on the island of Patmos, southwest of Asia Minor and west of the island of Rhodes, because he preached God's Word. John wrote to the church because one Sunday morning, God showed John Heaven.



John was worshiping God, when he heard God's voice like a trumpet. God told John to write to the church. Then John saw a tall man, standing inside seven candlesticks. He had a beautiful white rove and a golden belt. His feet were like shining brass, and his hair was white as snow. His eyes were like fire, and a sword came out of his mouth. In His hand were seven stars, and His voice was loud like the ocean. His face was so bright, that John fell down at His feet. John saw Jesus.



Jesus told John that Christians would get to sit on God's throne, and that they would wear white robes. John saw a throne with a rainbow around it. The throne was green like an emerald, and 24 elders bowed to God. Seven lamps burned in front of the throne near an ocean of glass. God's servants praised God's name. All the dead people were alive and standing in front of God's throne. Those whose names were in the Book of life went to live with God. Those whose names who were not in the Book of life were thrown into the lake of fire. The devil was being punished in the lake of fire, forever.



Heaven is more beautiful than a bride on her wedding day: bright, clean, and beautiful. The old earth and the heavens had been burned up. The new city is for God's children. There is no pain, no death, no tears, no crying, and no night. God is the Light, and God's children serve Him forever.



Heaven is like a city with 12 gates, each one made from a pearl, with 12 solid rocks on its bottom. There is no Temple in Heaven, because God and Jesus are there. The gates are always open, because no evil person will ever come in. The river of the water of life comes from God's throne. On each side of the river of life, the tree of life grows, and the tree has 12 different kinds of fruits. God's people can eat the fruit from the tree of life any time.



To get to Heaven, you have to be true to God until you die. You must obey God. You cannot add to or take away from God's Word. God will punish anyone who takes away from or adds to His Word, the Bible. That is why it is so important to teach only from God's Word.

�Q3L9 Marriage

Getting married is important. Marriage is for life. Once two people are married, God expects them to stay together.



That is why marrying the right person is important. When you get married, you need to marry a Christian. Start praying now so that God will help you find just the right husband or wife. God made a special young man or a special young lady for you to marry. If you live the right kind of life and marry a Christian you will be very happy.



Husbands are in charge. They have to make sure their families have enough to eat and wear. Husbands help their family learn to worship Jesus better. Husbands teach their children to obey God, and to obey the government. Husbands need to help their wives take care of the children. Husbands need to love their wives and treat them just as good as they treat their own bodies.



Wives need to love and respect their husbands. Wives need to take care of the home and help teach their children about Jesus. Being a good wife is very special. God gave wives a very special job to do. Wives love their husbands and children very much.

Each Christian is like a part of your body. You need your hand, and you need your eye. You need your ear, and you need your nose and your foot. Without your eyes, you could not see, and without your ears you could not hear. If you had four ears and no nose, how could you smell? If you had four noses, but no hands, how could you pick up a telephone?



The church is the same way. Without each part, the church does not work right. Every part of the church is important, just like every part of your body is important. If every person in the church preached, who would listen? If all the Christians baked cookies, who would visit the sick? Every one seems to want to be a preacher or song leader. The church needs EVERY member working. You would not want to do without your elbow. Without your elbow you could not eat very well. Some people in the church are like elbows. They help other people do their job. Every person, member of the church, is important.
