TIPS ON PRESCHOOL VISUAL AIDS





1.One project per lesson is suggested(r)More have been given for you to select the one which fits your needs best.





2.The aim of these activities is to teach about God through what God has made (Rom 1:19-20). The public schools teach mainly that all things happened by accident (Blind Evolution / Chance). Our job is to teach about God so that by the time the schools present the THEORY of Evolution, our children will already have a firm faith in God.





3.These children are eager to learn. This is our opportunity and our challenge: to show these children that God exists before Satan teaches them otherwise.





4.These lessons provide an introduction to any lesson. The idea of seeing what God made will help our children to receive the Bible as a living book(r)We can write God's Word on our children's hearts (II Cor 3:2-3).





5.Songs sometimes will go along with the activities. Repetition of the same songs many times will reinforce the lesson that "God made it all good."





6.The "Question Section" is not to scare the students. This is to allow the teacher to understand the facts which our children need to know about the creation.��Example: "Why does a whale have a big mouth?" "To eat plants and spit out the water."





7.Our rooms should be colorful and well-decorated. So many of our pre-school and primary teachers have done a wonderful job on room decorations and learning charts. You can get many good ideas from other teachers.





8.Team teaching is encouraged, especially with smaller children. Many of the activities require more than one teacher.





9.You will probably want to make up activities of your own. Please feel free to give suggestions to this writer on better activities and methods so that we can improve later versions of our material.





Men are encouraged to teach in the preschool. Research has shown the need for a father figure in the lives of our children. Some children's only opportunity to observe a mature man is in Bible class.





Remember that God will give the increase if we will plant and water the seed of the Word of God (I Cor 3:6-8). May God bless all those who desire to teach others the pure and powerful word of  truth.

God Made Ducks





Needed: stuffed or toy duck.





Why did God give the duck:��Big feet (to swim around) A Big Bill (to eat bugs and water insects)��Feathers (to help fly; the oil coating also helps it swim)





What if the duck had fur? (it could not swim)��What if it had feet like you? (it could not fly or swim)





Who gave the duck its: Bill? Feet? Feathers?(God did)





God made ducks special.





God Made Chickens





Needed: Stuffed or toy chickens; boiled eggs





Why did God give chickens:��Sharp beaks (to peck around for corn, insects, etc.)��Claws (to scratch around for worms, insects, etc.)��Big feathers (to look pretty; to keep cool)





Who has seen a live chicken?





What do chickens give us? (Eggs, meat, feathers for pillows, etc.)





Activity: Hand around hard boiled eggs for children to taste.��Do you like eggs? How do you like eggs cooked?





Thank God for chickens.





God Made Cows





Need: A big poster or large book on cows; cheese or ice cream.





Who made cows? (God)��What did God give cows? (Horns, fur, long legs, etc.)





What do cows give us? (Meat, milk, cheese, ice cream, butter, yogurt, etc.)





Who likes ice cream? Could we have ice cream without cows? Why?��Thank God for cows.





Activity: Thank God for ice cream (cheese) and pass some around.














God Made Horses





Need: Poster with different horses, or a toy horse or two people in a costume.





What do horses do? (Pull wagons, we ride them, pet them, etc.)





Why did God give horses:��Long necks (to eat grass) Long legs (to run fast)�Big teeth (to chew grass and grain)





Have you ever ridden a horse? What would a horse do if it had short legs like a duck? (It could not run fast.)











God Made Fish





Needed: A toy or model fish, a trophy fish or a big picture of 


one.





Why did God give fish:��Scales (to keep the water out)Fins (to swim with)�A big tail (to turn around)





What if a fish had fur? (it could not swim)





Activity: draw a fish (Guide children's hands to draw the simple "sideways figure eight" fish)





Have you ever gone fishing? (Get them to tell about this)��Do you like to eat fish? Let's thank God for fish.





God Made Elephants





Need a toy or stuffed toy elephant or poster.





How did God make the elephant special?��Big trunk, thick hide, big ears, tusks, big feet, little tail, etc.





Who gave the elephant his: Big trunk, thick hide, etc.? (God)





Why does an elephant need his:��Big trunk (to eat leaves off of trees and to pull off branches)��Thick hide (to walk around tall trees and not get stuck by thorns)��Big ears (to hear far away)





Thank God for elephants.








God Made Tigers





Needed: A toy tiger or poster; a poster with a forest or jungle scene on it; paper of a light color cut in the shape of a tiger.





Why did God give the tiger:��Soft feet (to be very quiet when he walked)��Stripes (to hide in the jungle)��A lone tail (to jump and keep balance)





Would animals see the tiger if he were:��Blue? (Yes) Red? (Yes) Yellow Striped (No)��(Draw stripes on the tiger outline and show how stripes blend into the jungle picture)





Have students draw stripes on the tiger outlines. Cut each out beforehand. Hold up each tiger to he jungle poster. Ask: Can this tiger hide? Why?





God Made Frogs





Need a toy frog or poster.





Why did God give frogs:��Green color (to hide in the plants) Long legs (to jump and swim)��Shiny skin (to swim better)Long tongue (to catch flies & bugs)





Have you ever seen a frog? What noise does one make?��What do frogs do for us? Why did God make them? (to eat insects)��Do you like frogs?








God Made Beavers





Need: a model of a stream with a beaver pond and lodge. The dam can be made of toothpicks and clay to shape the land. You need a good picture of a beaver.





Why did God give beavers:��Fur (to keep warm)Big teeth (to chew on trees and bark)��Flat tails (to slap mud and wood together)





Why did God make beavers? (To build ponds and keep the river from flooding)��Show how beavers cut trees and make dams. Show how the beavers keep water in the river.





Explain where beavers go in the winter (their lodge in the middle of the lake).





God Made Carrots





Need large washed carrots and small cut pieces for tasting; also pictures of orange and apple trees and tomato plants.





Where do carrots grow? (Show pictures of trees and plants)��That's right, not here. Carrots grow in the ground. Apples grow on apple trees, etc.





Do carrots grow on: Orange trees? Apple trees? (No)��Why not? (God made carrots to grow in the ground)





Do you like carrots? (Tasting) Thank God for Carrots.





God Made Kangaroos





Need: toy kangaroo.





Why did God give kangaroos: Long legs (to hop)��Big feet (to jump up and down) Pouches (to carry little kangaroos)





What if God gave kangaroos: Short legs (could not hop)��Claws for feet (could not jump)��A big trunk (would not be able to jump; would look funny)





Let's hop like kangaroos (best done outside).��Who can hop farther, you or a kangaroo? (a kangaroo)��Why? (they have bigger feet, etc.)








God Made Lizards





Need a poster or toy lizard; a grassy "background" poster.�Cut outs of small paper lizards of different colors.





Why did God make lizards: With long tails (to balance)��With tiny feet (to climb walls and trees) Green (to hide in grass)��With a long tongue? (To catch insects)





Where do lizards go? (Anywhere they can climb; trees, walls, etc.)��What do lizards do for us? (Eat flies, insects, etc.)





See how lizards hide? Put paper lizards up to background poster one by one.��Which lizard can hide best? (Green ones)��Why? (they are the same color as the trees and grass)��Can a red or blue lizard hide? (No) Why? (Different color)��Why did God not make blue or red lizards? (they could not hide)��Thank God for lizards. (They eat mosquitoes, etc.)





God Made Pelicans





Need: Toy pelican or model pelican or chart showing one in a swamp; a tea strainer, a jar or water, dry rice.





What is a pelican? (a bird who lives mostly near water) 





Who made this pelican? (God)��Why did God give the pelican: Long legs (to stand in water and mud)��A big beak (to stain the water for insects and food)





Show how the pelican's beak works. Put rice in the water (this is where the pelican's food is, in water). This is how the pelican gets its food. (Strain rice with strainer and lift rice out of the water.) The pelican's beak has holes in it like this tea strainer.��This is how the pelican gets its food.





How would you like to have a beak like a pelican?











God Made Birds





Need: Pictures of many kinds of birds; an old bird's nest.





Why did God give birds: Wings (to fly)Beaks (to eat insects)��Small bones (to make them light enough to fly)��Feathers (to keep warm and fly)





What do birds do? (Sing, eat worms and insects, fly, build nests)��What songs do birds sing? (Chirp, coo, etc.) You can teach bird calls here.





Why do birds fly south in the winter? (to get to a warm place)





Show nest. Discuss how birds build nests.��Why do birds build nests? (to lay eggs in)��Where do birds build nests? (safe places like trees, bushes, roof)





Talk about different kinds of birds on the poster. Ask: Which is your favorite? Thank God for birds.





God Made Whales





Need model or chart of whales. (Look at story of Jonah)





Why did God give whales: Big mouths (to strain the water for food)��A big tail (To swim better)





Who got swallowed up by a whale (Jonah) Note: some types of whales DO have mouths capable of swallowing a human being.��How long was Jonah inside that whale? (Three days and nights)��Why? (he was running away from God)





Would you like to spend the night inside a whale?





How did Jonah get out of the whale? (God told the whale to spit Jonah out)





God Made Cats





Need large cat poster or photographs of cats, crayons, paper.





Why did God give us cats? (play with, catch mice, eat leftovers)





Do you have a cat? What is its name?





What kinds of cats are here in this picture? (Name them)





Are these all cats? (Yes)��Did God make all cats the same color? (No) Which do you like?





Activity: Draw (or color) a cat.





God Made Dogs





Need: Dog poster or calendar, dog outlines on paper, crayons.





Activity: Color a dog.





During the activity: What do dogs do for us? (play with us, bark when someone comes, chase sticks)��What can you teach a dog? (to sit, chase a stick, to stay, etc.)





Can a dog read? (No) 





What does your dog do? Do you like dogs? Why?





GOD MADE GRAIN





Need pictures of wheat / corn farm, samples of dry corn, oatmeal, cornmeal, wheat, flour, oatmeal, etc. Also popcorn and popper, butter and salt.





What kind of food is this? (Show corn) "This is corn."��Who made corn? (God) How do you eat corn? (On cob, popcorn, etc.)��How do we get cornmeal? (Show meal) "By grinding corn."





What do we use wheat (oatmeal) for? (Cookies, bread, cereal, etc.)





Make popcorn and ask why corn pops. (Water inside the grain heats up and makes the grain pop.)��Why does oatmeal not pop? (God did not put water inside the oats)








God Made Trees





Purpose: To show the different kinds of trees, and that like begets like (apples come from apple trees, etc.).





Need: Pictures of various kinds of trees, especially fruit trees. Also, cut up pieces of different kinds of fruit to taste and one whole fruit of each to pass around.





Show an orange tree: What grows on this kind of a tree? (oranges)��Do apples grow here? (No) Why not? (Apples only grow on apple trees.)��REPEAT with various trees so students learn that fruit trees bear fruit of their own kind only.





Pass around the whole fruit (or show it). What kind of fruit is this? (Have students identify each kind of fruit.)��Ask what kind of a tree each one came from.





Thank God for fruit trees and fruit. Then let students taste the fruit as they wish.��Which is your favorite?





God Gave Us Our Family





Need poster with family groups on it from different races and cultures. If possible, have a whole family visit the class at the appropriate time and say a few sentences each.





What is a family? (A father, mother, and children.)��What do fathers do? (Work, play with children, fix things, etc.)��What do mothers do? (Take care of children, help the father, etc.)��What do children (you) do? (Play, help parents, obey parents, etc.)





Bring in a family. Have each say: "I am the ___________. I do ___"��Each member should say no more than three sentences. Then the teacher should thank the group and the family should say "goodbye" and leave.





Be prepared for comments from students missing one or both parents.








God Gave Us Fathers





Have a picture of men or the poster from the "Family" lesson.�A daddy coming in for a visit would be ideal for this.





Why did God give us fathers (daddies)? (To love us, take care of us, to teach us.)





Ask boys: "Do you want to be a daddy when you grow up?"��How do fathers help us? (Love us, play with us, fix our things, read to us)





Have "guest daddy" come in and tell what he does in a few sentences. Then after he leaves, have class thank God for fathers.





God Gave Us Mothers





Use same lesson plan as "Fathers".





What do mothers do? (Play with children, take care of the house, help my husband, teach children about Jesus, etc.)





Having a "guest mother" is a good idea here, too. 








God Gave Us Brothers





Need family poster or poster of older boys. A visit from two brothers would be very effective.





Enter two brothers, laughing and pushing each other.��Younger one falls.��Younger: "Ow. You hurt me. "��Older: "Are you OK?" Younger: "OW, OW, OW!"��Older: "Here, let me help you up." Younger: "OK"��Older helps younger up. Older: "Are you OK" Younger: "I guess so"��Older: "Come on, I'll help you to class." Younger: "OK, let's go."��Both leave, Older helping younger out.





What are brothers supposed to do? (Help each other, play with you, take care of you, be nice to you, share things with you)





Who has a brother? How do you treat your brother?��How can we treat our brother better? (share, be nice, help with chores, play with)





God Gave Us Sisters





Same as "Brothers" activity except following script:





Sister A: This is my sister, B.





B: This is my sister, A.





A: We help each other (holding paper bag)





B: See (points to bag), we went to the store.





A: Show them what we bought!





B: Here, let me help with that. (Takes bag)





A: Thanks!





B: Look, we got corn (sets can on table)





A: And peas (puts on table)





B: And tuna fish (puts on table)





A: And peanut butter (puts on table)





B: Thank you for going to the store with me.





(They place food back in bag.)





A: I am glad God gave me a nice sister like you.





B: (To class) I am glad God made sisters, aren't you? 








God Gives Us Friends





Need two friends (or a friend of the teacher) and a small gift.





Script:��A: This is B. B is my friend. Friends help each other. I can talk to B any time. I like to be around B.��B: This is my friend A. We share things. (passes gift to A) When A is lonely, A talks to me. And when I am lonely I go find A. I am glad A is my friend. Thank you, A , for coming with me today.��Exit friend or friends.





What do friends do for us? (talk to us, stay with us, help us, care about us, love us)��Do you have a friend?��Jesus is your friend. Do you want to be Jesus' friend?��Let's talk to God.





God Gives Us Teachers





Need an older teacher or someone who taught the teacher to visit class. Or have someone who teaches a skill or trade visit.





You: This is my teacher, A. A helped me learn all about Jesus.��Thank you, A, for teaching me about Jesus.��A: You're welcome. I was glad to have you in my class. I am so glad you wanted to learn about Jesus. And now you have a class of your own. You are teaching these boys and girls about Jesus.��You: Thank you for coming. Exit A.





How do teachers help us? (tell us about Jesus, share the Bible with us, help us grow up, help us behave, help us be better boys and girls, etc.)








God Gives Us Peanuts





Need picture of peanut fields, raw peanuts in shell, raw or salted shelled peanuts, peanut butter and crackers (for tasting).





Where do peanuts grow? (underground)��What do we make with peanuts? (Oil, snacks, peanut butter, etc.)





Hold up whole peanuts. Do these look like peanut butter?��What happens when you crunch these up into little pieces? (you get peanut butter!)





Thank God for peanut butter, and pass around peanut butter and crackers for tasting.








God Made Me





Need mirror. 





Ask each student to look into the mirror. Ask: Who is that? (Me)��Did God make anyone just like you? (NO, God made you special)





How did God make you special (Ears, eyes, nose, hands, feet, etc.)��What can you do? (Sing, be a helper, play, talk, walk, etc.)





Can animals talk? (No) Why not? (God did not make them that way)��Do animals draw pictures? (No) Why not? (God did not make them that way.)��God made you special. You can sing, talk, draw. 





God gave you a soul. Your soul is part of you that will live forever. (Your soul is inside of you.)








We Thank God For Our Eyes





Need a big picture of an eye, crayons, paper.





Why did God give us eyes? (To see)��What did God make for us to see? (Trees, sky, clouds, etc.)





Some people need glasses to see better.





Thank God for our eyes. Sing "Be Careful, Little Eyes"��Draw a pretty picture for parents to see.








God Gave Us Ears





Need a glass with water in it, a picture of an ear, a spoon.





What did God give us ears for? (To hear)��What did God make for us to hear? (Birds, wind, dogs, voices, etc)





What do you like to hear?��What songs do you like to hear?��What is the sweetest sound you know?





God let us hear beautiful things. Tap the glass with the spoon or rub your finger carefully around the rim to make sounds.��Thank God for our ears.








God Gave Us A Nose





Need small jars of spices like cinnamon, etc., a mild cologne, strawberries or wild flowers in season.





For older children or the teacher, blindfold him and ask him to identify the item by its smell.��For younger children, ask them to identify something by its smell.��How do you know it is ___? (Because I smell it.)





Who gave you your nose? (God)��Thank God for our noses.





What do our noses tell us? (supper's ready, smoke or fire, what's for supper)





God Gave Us a Mouth





Need small cubes of cheese, small bits of fruit, crackers, etc. for tasting.





Older children may be blindfolded to guess what they are eating.





The helper or teacher may be blindfolded to guess what is being eaten.





What are our mouths for? (talking, eating, singing)��We sing what kinds of songs? (nice songs, songs about Jesus, etc.)��We use what kind of words to talk? (nice words)��Song: Be Careful Little Mouth What You Say











God Gave Us Feet and Hands





Sing "If You're Happy and You Know It", "I'm in the Lord's Army"





What are our hands for? (helping others, playing, working, eating)





Why did God give us feet? (to walk, to run, to play)��Thank God for our hands and feet.











God Gave Us Our Bodies





Need a full-length picture of a boy and girl in dress clothes.�The picture should be as large as possible.





How do we treat our bodies? (good food, sleep right, exercise, be careful when we play, etc.)





Thank God for our bodies.��Emphasize that we must treat our bodies properly because God made them and let us use them.








God Is With Us





Need an empty jar, a hand fan.��What is in this jar? (Nothing? Something is in this jar. Air is in this jar. We breathe air!)��Can you see air? (No) Can you feel air? (Yes)





Give each student the hand fan in turn. Ask them to fan themselves and ask them if they can feel the air. Ask them if they can see the air.��Say, "God is sort of like air. God is all around us. We cannot see God but He is here with us."��Can you see God? (No) Who is God? (He made us, our Father in heaven)��How do you know God is there? (God made cats, trees, clouds, etc.)��We see what God made. We know God is with us.





Let's thank God for being with us. 











God Made Water





Need picture of ocean, ice cubes, a pitcher, plastic tumblers, and a globe containing a map of the world (if possible).





Do you like water? Why? Show ocean picture. Do you know how much of the earth is water? (show globe) See how much water!





What happens when water gets cold? (ice) Look what happens! (pass around ice cubes)





Let part of the ice melt. What is happening? (melting) When ice melts it turns to water again!





Pour water from tumbler to tumbler. What do you use water for? (drinking, washing, bathing, etc.)





How does God give the grass and trees water? (rain)��Let's thank God for water.





God Made It All Good





Need 12-15 visuals from prior lessons. Place all visuals in a row.





Ask: What did God make? Let students point to and name objects.





"How did God make everything?" (God made it all GOOD.)





Let's thank God for what he made for us.











God Talks To Us





Need telephone, Bible.





How does God talk to us? (No, not on the telephone. God talks to us in His Word, the Bible.) Show Bible.





When we read the Bible, what happens? (God talks to us.)





Does God talk to us on the telephone? (No, God speaks to us through the Bible.)





How does God talk to us? (When we read the Bible.)��What is the Bible? (God's Word.)








We Talk to God





Need a picture of children praying.





Can you talk to God on the telephone? (No)��How do you talk to God? (pray)��Let's talk to God. (Have a prayer.)





When can you talk to God? (Any time, any place)��What can you tell God? (Anything)��Does God listen to you? (Yes)





What do you want to tell God?





We Thank God





Need 12 or so visuals from prior lessons.





What do you tell someone who gives you something? (thank you)





What do you tell God when He gives you food? (thank You)





When can you say "thank You" to God? (any time)��How do you say thank you to God? (pray; talk to God)





What do you want to thank God for? (let students choose)��Let's thank God for what He made (include student requests)








We Sing to God





Need song book, large "musical notes" poster.





Why do we sing? (we are happy, we love God)��Who do we sing to? (God, Jesus)��What songs do we sing to God?��Suggestions: Jesus Loves Me�Jesus Loves the Little Children�Arky, Arky





Sing three songs.











God Is Love





Need picture of mother and child, family, etc.��What is God? (love)��Does this mother love her baby? (Yes)��Does this little boy (girl) love his parents? (Yes)��Does this friend love this friend? (Yes)��Does God love us? (Yes)





How much does God love us? (More than mothers, fathers, friends, etc.)��We learn about how to love from God.





God Helps Us





Need picture of construction site, child helping parent, friend helping friend, etc.��Do you ever need help? (Yes)��Who is helping in this picture? (Show each one)





God helps us, too.��How does God help us? (Gave us the Bible, sent Jesus to teach us, listens when we talk to Him, gave us parents, gives us food, etc.)





Let's thank God for helping us.








The Church is Not a Building





Need a picture of the church building and a picture of a boy and girl and man and woman.��Someone show me the church! Which is the church?��Point to building. Is this the church? (No, WE are the church.)





The people are the church. The church is God's family. We are part of God's family (point to class and picture of people).





What is the church? (God's family)��Who is God? (He made us; our heavenly Father)��Let's thank God for His family, the church.








We Help Others





Need pictures of people helping people, a poster board, crayons.





What is this? What are these people doing? (helping)��Who wants to be a helper?��How can you help your mother at home?





Who wants to help color this picture? (substitute another easier activity if this is too difficult)





See what we did together? Thank you for helping!��How can you help your friends? ,etc.





We Give to God





Need collection basket, bills & coins, small rocks, dried leaves, or other appropriate items in the box.





What do you want to give God? (pass box of items around)��Why do we give to God? (because we love Him)





Can we give God ANYTHING? (Yes, if it is our best)��What can I give God? (help others, money (if I have an allowance), myself, etc.)��Practice giving to God. Explain about the collection plate being passed.








Body Parts Skit





Need an "ear " puppet, an "eye", a "hand", a "foot" puppet, etc.





Skit:��Ear: I'm the ear. The body needs me to hear. Without me, the body could not hear birds or songs. I'm most important in the body.��Eye: No! I'm most important! Without me, the body could not see!��Hand: (forcing others down) No! Without me, the body could not touch anything! I'm most important!��Foot: No way! I'm most important! Without me the body could not go any place.��Mouth: I'm more important than all of you!��Others: No way, no way. (ad. lib.)��Teacher: Hold it, hold it! The body needs you ALL. We need eyes, ears, feet, hands, and even a mouth. The body needs all the parts to work.





Exit puppets. Let's thank God for our bodies.





Marry a Christian





Need picture of a wedding.��What is this? (wedding; people getting married)





Are they going to be happy? (Yes IF they are Christians--obey God)��Who are you going to marry? (someone who obeys God, a Christian)��Why do you want to marry a Christian (someone who obeys God)?��(so you will be happy)
