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.HE                              HANDWRITING TIPS


1.   The placement of the signature relative to the line provided below


     or the imaginary line indicates self worth. Too far above the line


     indicates too high self worth; below the line, low self esteem.


     A sloping signature either way would not be preferred.





2.   The relative shapes of the letters to each other indicates whether


     or not a person can tolerate change in the environment. When all


     of the same letter appear open yet different, this individual is


     tolerant of much stress around.





3.   When the top parts of the letters are very pointed, this indicates


     very rigid conformity to a set of rules (they may be self-made).


     This individual's sense of what is 'correct' is very rigid.





4.   When there are breaks in the letters of the last name (not skips


     of the pen) this indicates non-conformity with at least one rule


     of society. This indicator has about 90% statistical success.





5.   A dot after the signature indicates that the person thinks they


     are very important. Underlining the signature more than once 


     means the person has a big ego. The more flowery the signature,


     or the more large the first letter of the last name is, the more


     the person thinks of themself. Actors, politicians, and musicians


     often exhibit these kinds of signatures.





6.   Crossing out the signature (not crossing T's with the last letter)


     means the person is trying to get rid of something about self. The


     more illegible the signature, the more the person is trying to hide.


     A last name drawn as a straight line is surely trying to hide 


     something, and you don't know what, so don't take a chance.





7.   Letters close together with few spaces indicate nervousness or 


     stress. This may vary into a more open signature under less stress.





8.   Letters slanting to the right (except for a left-handed person) is


     a sign of something strange.





9.   When letters backtrack or loop back on themselves, where the pen


     goes over a part of a letter more than is necessary to draw the


     letter, this person is deceiving themselves. The pattern is 


     usually evident in more than one letter.





10.  An even, regular signature, on the line, with open letters, no


     overly sharp points, with some variation in the way letters are 


     made, no breaks between letters, and no backtracking or right


     slants indicates a stable indivdual with a sense of humor. 


     The signature should flow without being flowery,


     and should be pleasing to the eye, but not too rigid or regular.


     It should appear that the writer was comfortable when signing.Š______________________________________________________
