Luke 7:32  They are like unto children sitting in the marketplace, and calling 


one to another, and saying, We have piped unto you, and ye have not danced; we 


have mourned to you, and ye have not wept. (NASV has sing instead of mourn)
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                       SOME THOUGHTS ON THE SUBJECT....





1. The above passages are all the New Testament has to say about singing.





2. It is clear that in worship, singing is to be done with the instrument of 


the heart, Eph 5:19, Col 3:16.








3. In at least one example, singing is mentioned outside the "assembly" with


   God's approval, Acts 16:25.





4. The word ekklesia, "assembly", is often translated "church". This Anglo


   Saxon word, "church" literally means a clearing in the woods, or a town


   where three or more roads came together. Because of the bias of the


   translators of the KJV, "assembly" was not often used. The Greek tradition 


   behind the word "ekklesia" or assembly is thus: "ekklesia" literally means


   "called out", referring to the practice of sending messengers throughout


   the Greek city to "call out" the men to a central meeting place for an


   ASSEMBLY, usually a "town meeting", election, or important public 


   announcement.  Some versions translate this word "the gathering of 


   yourselves together". Thus, the gathering together constitutes an assembly.





5. Any gathering toghether is clearly not a "lawful" assembly. The mob was an


   assembly, yet not a lawful one.





   Acts 19:32  Some therefore cried one thing, and some another:  for the 


   assembly was confused:  and the more part knew not wherefore they were come 


   together. 


   


   Acts 19:39  But if ye inquire any thing concerning other matters, it shall 


   be determined in a lawful assembly. 


 


   So this example DOES distinguish between the "lawful" and "unlawful" 


   assembly in the political area. Since the very definition of our term


   "church"  comes  from  the  political  term  "ekklesia",  this  distinction 


   between "lawful" and "unlawful" assemblies should be considered.
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6.  Other examples of assemblies:





   Matthew 26:3  Then assembled together the chief priests, and the scribes, 


   and the elders of the people, unto the palace of the high priest, who was 


   called Caiaphas,





  John 20:19  Then the same day at evening, being the first day of the week, 


  when the doors were shut where the disciples were assembled for fear of the 


  Jews, came Jesus and stood in the midst, and saith unto them, Peace be unto 


  you. 





  Acts 1:4  And, being assembled together with them, commanded them that they 


  should not depart from Jerusalem, but wait for the promise of the Father, 


  which, saith he, ye have heard of me. 





  Acts 4:31  And when they had prayed, the place was shaken where they were 


  assembled together; and they were all filled with the Holy Ghost, and they 


  spake the word of God with boldness. 





  Acts 11:26  And when he had found him, he brought him unto Antioch.  And it 


  came to pass, that a whole year they assembled themselves with the church, 


  and taught much people.  And the disciples were called Christians first in 


  Antioch. 





  Acts 15:25  It seemed good unto us, being assembled with one accord, to send 


  chosen men unto you with our beloved Barnabas and Paul,





  Hebrews 10:25  Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as the 


  manner of some is; but exhorting one another:  and so much the more, as ye 


  see the day approaching. 





  Hebrews 12:23  To the general assembly and church of the firstborn, which 


  are written in heaven, and to God the Judge of all, and to the spirits of 


  just men made perfect,





  James 2:2  For if there come unto your assembly a man with a gold ring, in 


  goodly apparel, and there come in also a poor man in vile raiment;





 a. Not all assemblies were of saints


 b. Not all assemblies of saints were on the first day of the week


 c. It seems that the whole body of Christ must be called into one place


    for there to be an assembly (this is in keeping with the political 


    definition of ekklesia, "called out")


 


7. Can the mechanical instrument be used outside of an assembly of saints?





   Let us consider an analogy. 





    Mark 14:12  And the first day of unleavened bread, when they killed the 


    passover, his disciples said unto him, Where wilt thou that we go and 


    prepare that thou mayest eat the passover?





  Matthew 26:26  And as they were eating, Jesus took bread, and blessed it, 


  and brake it, and gave it to the disciples, and said, Take, eat; this is my 


  body. 





  a. Unleavened bread was clearly used for the Lord's supper. To use any other


     kind of bread for the Lord's Supper other than unleavened would be to 


     violate scriptural example. To add steak and green beans to the Lord's 


     supper would also violate scriptural example.





  b. Nowhere does the New Testament teach abstinence from eating green beans.


     Therefore, since God created green beans for food, we may partake, as


     long as we are thankful, (outside the assembly of God),





     I Timothy 4:4,5  For every creature of God is good, and nothing to be 


     refused, if it be received with thanksgiving: For it is sanctified by the 


     word of God and prayer. 
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  c. We may even partake of steak outside the assembly of God PROVIDED 





    Romans 14:15  But if thy brother be grieved with thy meat, now walkest 


    thou not charitably.  Destroy not him with thy meat, for whom Christ died. 


    Romans  14:19-21  Let us therefore follow after the things which make  for     


    peace,  and things wherewith one may edify another.  For meat destroy  not 


    the work of God.   All things indeed are pure; but it is evil for that man 


    who eateth with offence. 





    Romans 14:21  It is good neither to eat flesh, nor to drink wine, nor any 


    thing whereby thy brother stumbleth, or is offended, or is made weak. 





    .....PROVIDED WE DO NOT MAKE OUR BROTHER STUMBLE. 





 d. We have the futher guideline that we may eat of any meat that is offered


    to us UNTIL





    I Corinthians 10:27-29 If any of them that believe not bid you to a feast, 


    and ye be disposed to go; whatsoever is set before you, eat, asking no 


    question for conscience sake. But if any man say unto you, This is offered 


    in sacrifice unto idols, eat not for his sake that shewed it, and for     


    conscience sake:  for the earth is the Lord's, and the fulness thereof: 


    Conscience, I say, not thine own, but of the other:  for why is my liberty 


    judged of another man's conscience?





 e. Therefore, we may eat any food outside the assembly UNLESS it caused our


    brother to stumble. 





 f. Would seeing a Christian eating green beans make someone say, "AHA! I 


    can eat anything I want for the Lord's supper." ? Surely no rational 


    person would make that argument.





 g. Would seeing a Christian use a mechanical instrument outside of the


    assembly make people say "AHA, I can use the mecanical instrument in


    worship to God." ?





 h. Are there other lawful activities that we do outside the assembly, that


    we could not do in the assembly? Yes: bathing, selling real estate, 


    swimming, and many other activities are lawful outside the assembly,


    with the provision that the activity is itself not unrighteous, and does


    not cause someone to stumble.
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                                  CONCLUSION








1. What God's Word specifies excludes all else. God's specific command to 


   sing in worship to Him, without the mechanical instrument is clear.





2. All activities commanded by God to Christians today must be followed.





3. All activities specifically condemned by God: fornication, adultery, 


   strife, envying, etc. must be avoided.





4. Those activities which are neither condenmed specifically nor commanded


   may be done so long as there is not conflict with the scriptures AND so


   long as others' conscience is not offended.





5. Let us beware binding some command where God or His apostles have not bound


   lest this prediction apply to us:





  I Timothy 4:1-3  Now the Spirit speaketh expressly, that in the latter times 


  some shall depart from the faith, giving heed to seducing spirits, and 


  doctrines of devils; Speaking lies in hypocrisy; having their conscience 


  seared with a hot iron; Forbidding to marry, and commanding to abstain from 


  meats, which God hath created to be received with thanksgiving of them which 


  believe and know the truth. 





  a. These false teachers had ADDED to God's word by forbidding to marry.





  b. God says those who practice this kind of "legislation" have DEPARTED


     FROM THE FAITH





  c. Forbidding what God has NOT forbidden is called "DOCTRINES OF DEMONS".





  Matthew 15:9  But in vain they do worship me, teaching for doctrines the 


  commandments of men. 





Matthew  23:4  For they bind heavy burdens and grievous to be borne,  and  lay 


them  on men's shoulders;  but they themselves will not move them with one  of 


their fingers. 





           MAY GOD BLESS US WITH WISDOM, FAITH, AND ABOVE ALL, LOVE
